A.  Examination Applicant

The following information is required for a completed examination application:

______  Course completion certificate

All applicable sections of the application must be completed in its entirety, signed and dated.  

Applicant must have completed an 80 hour course from a provider that has been approved by the Indiana Auctioneer Commission. Please visit our web site at www.pla.in.gov to obtain a list of approved providers or you may contact our office to obtain this list.

The examination is given six (6) times a year in the Indiana Government Center in Indianapolis, Indiana.   

B.  Reciprocal Applicant

The following information is required for a completed reciprocal application:

______  Completed and signed application

______  Application Fee - $70.00

______  Verification of Licensure from the State of Issuance

All applicable sections of the application must be completed in its entirety, signed and dated.  

Applicants must hold an active license issued by one of the reciprocal states and the applicant must also reside in the reciprocal state.  The following is a list of reciprocal states:  Alabama, Arkansas, Florida, Georgia, Illinois, Kentucky, North Carolina, Ohio, Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, South Carolina, Tennessee, Texas, Virginia, West Virginia.

IMPORTANT NOTE:  Please note that even if you hold a license in one of the reciprocal states and do not reside in one of the states listed above, you will not be eligible for an auctioneer license in the State of Indiana by reciprocity. 
C.  Temporary Permit
The following information is required for a completed temporary permit application.

______  Exam Application Fee - $35.00

______  Course completion certificate

______  A letter from the owner of the property to be sold at auction attesting to the 

              necessity of the applicant’s services as an auctioneer.

All applicable sections of the application must be completed in its entirety, signed and dated.  

In order to be eligible for a one time temporary permit, the applicant must qualify to sit for the examination.  (See the examination section above)

The letter from the owner of the property to be sold at auction should include the following information: 1)  An affidavit from the owner of the property attesting to the fact that the applicant is qualified to conduct said auction.  2) The date of the auction.  3) The location of the auction.  4) Property to be sold at auction. 5) Name of the owner of the property.  (See 812 IAC 1-1-17 of the auctioneer rules for additional information)
