· In accordance with 844 IAC 12-4-2, it is the responsibility of the applicant and/or certificate holder to notify the committee of any changes in name or address in writing within thirty (30) days of the change.  Failure to receive notification of renewal due to failure to notify the committee of a change of address or name shall not constitute an error on the part of the committee, board, or bureau, nor shall it exonerate or otherwise excuse the certificate holder from renewing such certification.

· Applicants should allow 30-120 days for the processing and review of their application.  It is illegal to practice as a Hypnotist or Hypnotherapist during this processing time until your application has been approved and the certifying examination has been passed.  

· There is no longer a “grandparent” provision for certification; ALL APPROVED applicants will be required to take and pass the certifying examination.

· Applications will not be reviewed until the Committee office receives all the required documentation.  If your file is incomplete due to missing documentation, you will be notified by mail regarding the status of your file one (1) week to ten (10) days prior to the next scheduled meeting. 

· An individual who applies for a certificate as a hypnotist must present satisfactory evidence to the committee that the individual:

1. does not have a conviction for a crime that has a direct bearing on the individual’s ability to practice competently;

2. has not been the subject of disciplinary action by a licensing or certification agency of another state or jurisdiction on the grounds that the individual was not able to practice as a hypnotist without endangering the public; and

3. has completed at least five hundred (500) classroom hours of hypnotism education from an Indiana school or program of hypnotism that is approved by the Indiana Commission on Proprietary Education (COPE) or from any other state approved school or program that is found by COPE to have requirements as stringent as necessary for the commission’s approval of an Indiana school or program of hypnotism; OR has had at least ten (10) years of continued experience in hypnotism; OR has completed before July 1, 1997, a course in hypnotism from a state approved school that included less than three hundred (300) classroom hours.

Please note:  

· To find out if a school is approved by COPE or by the state in which it is located, please contact COPE directly. 

· A classroom hour may not be less than a fifty (50) minute period of instruction with both the instructor and student in attendance.  Classroom instruction does not include videotape correspondence courses or other forms of electronic presentation.

· In order to assist the staff in the processing of your certification, do not telephone regarding the approval/denial of your application.  Letters regarding the approval or denial of an application will be mailed from our office approximately ten (10) to fourteen (14) days following the Committee meeting.  Information concerning an application file will only be given to the applicant in written form.  Information will not be given by telephone or facsimile.

· All pending files (incomplete) shall be closed after six (6) months, at which time reapplication will be necessary.  

· Applications and documentation will not be returned to you. Fees are not refundable.
· PLEASE BE ADVISED THAT ALL APPLICATIONS ARE REVIEWED BY THE INDIANA HYPNOTIST COMMITTEE AT THEIR SCHEDULED COMMITTEE MEETINGS; THEY ARE NOT APPROVED OR DENIED BY PROFESSIONAL LICENSING AGENCY STAFF.  YOUR APPLICATION MUST BE COMPLETE IN STAFF OFFICE AT LEAST 3 BUSINESS DAYS PRIOR TO THE SCHEDULED COMMITTEE MEETINGS OR IT WILL BE HELD OVER TO THE NEXT SCHEDULED COMMITTEE MEETING.

APPLICATION GUIDELINES FOR

HYPNOTIST CERTIFICATION

Applicants must submit the following:

1. Completed application and $100.00 application fee.

2. Two (2) recent passport type photographs of the applicant, approximately two (2) inches by two (2) inches in size, signed in black ink along the bottom with each application.

3. An official (certified) transcript of grades or notarized diploma from a state-approved school or program (high school, GED, or higher) from which the applicant obtained his or her degree that shows that the applicant has met all requirements for graduation.

4.   A notarized copy of a certificate of completion of the applicant’s graduation from an approved school or program of hypnosis that meets the standards set by the committee.  This certificate of completion should indicate how many classroom hours of hypnotism education the applicant has attained and if the school or program is a state approved school or program.  If more than one (1) school or program was attended, please submit certificates of completion from each one attended.  If you have at least ten (10) years of continued experience in hypnotism, you must submit a notarized affidavit stating how many years of experience in practicing hypnotism you actually have acquired, type(s) of training, etc.   
5.
If you answered “yes” to any questions on page 2 of your application, explain fully, including all related details in a signed and notarized statement.  Include the violation, location, date, and disposition.

6. Verification of state licensure must be completed by every state where you hold or have held a license or certification to practice any regulated health occupation.  This form needs to be submitted to the Indiana Hypnotist Committee by the state in which you hold or have held a license or certification.  

EXAMINATION INFORMATION

Once your application is approved, you will receive an approval letter that gives you the date you are scheduled to take the certifying examination and a list of study guides.  You will then be required to submit $75.00, which is the certifying examination fee.  Approximately ten (10) days prior to the examination, you will be issued a registration card for entrance into the testing site.  Without this card and a photo ID, you will not be allowed to sit for the examination.

The certifying examination is a three (3) hour examination consisting of 200 multiple-choice and true/false questions.
