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INDIANA STATE UNIVERSITY PHYSICIAN ASSISTANT PROGRAM 

Indiana State University has a newly accredited Master’s level Physician Assistant program that began this month.  The first class will have 30 students and will be focused on a rural health venue.  The students will start the program with gross anatomy, physical diagnosis and an introduction to the PA practice.  The entire program is 27 months, with the first 12 months a mixture of didactic and clinic exposure and the second 12 months all clinical rotations.  The remaining three months will be a time for Capstone presentations and transitioning into the PA practice.  After the first month of class, the students will be engaging in shadow assignments of various healthcare facilities.  In the second and third semester, they will be working weekly with a personal mentor to better prepare themselves for the clinical portion of the program. As a new program, they are encouraging all healthcare providers, and especially PA’s, to contact the clinical coordinator if there is an interest in being a mentor or even a preceptor.  The more exposure that can be given to the students, the better prepared they will be for their professional role in healthcare.  If interested, please contact their clinical coordinator, Barbara Battista PA-C at (812) 237-7814 or their program director, Heather Mata PA-C at (812) 237-8874. 

CHANGE IN SUPERVISOR 

It is the responsibility of a physician assistant to notify the Committee if there is a change in supervisor within 30 days of that change.  You will need to submit the Change/addition supervising form located at http://www.in.gov/pla/2587.htm and an updated supervisor agreement. 

If you are working under as a PA under a supervising agreement that has not been approved by the Committee, disciplinary action could be taken against your license.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION 

House Bill 1473 has been introduced that will do the following: Allows a physician assistant (PA) to pronounce a death and authenticate any form that may be authenticated by the PA's supervising physician. Removes geographical locations that a supervising physician must be located within. Removes the medical licensing board's approval of supervisory agreements. Requires that the agreement must be available to the board upon request. Changes the information required to be contained in a supervising agreement. Removes certain limitations on PAs prescribing and dispensing drugs and controlled substances. Removes the requirement that the supervising physician or physician designee review all PA patient encounters within 24 hours. Removes the limitation of a physician supervising not more than two PAs. Provides that a physician may supervise the number of PAs that is consistent with good medical practice. Allows a PA to be supervised by more than one physician. Repeals the law that requires a supervising physician and a PA to submit certain information concerning supervising physicians and practice sites.  The exact bill language may be found at http://www.in.gov/apps/lsa/session/billwatch/billinfo?year=2011&request=getBill&docno=1473
