Question: What are the licensing requirements?
Answer:   The applicant must meet the minimum requirements of being at least twenty-one years of age, be a resident of Indiana for at least one year, and have at least two years of work experience in the field of investigations or a four year degree in criminal justice.  Please also see 862 IAC 1-1-3.

Question: What is the licensing fee?
Answer: The fee for issuance or renewal of a private detective license is $150.00. The fee for reinstatement of a delinquent license is $50.00. 

Question: What are the requirements for an out-of-state company?
Answer:  The minimum requirements are as follows:

  1. Twenty-one years of age;
2. Two years work experience in the field of investigations or a 4 year degree in criminal law. 
  3. Have a resident licensee.

Question: Does holding a valid private detective license authorize me to carry a handgun or weapon?
Answer: Nothing in the statute and rules shall be construed to authorize any licensee to carry any weapon. 

Question: Does holding a valid private detective license authorize me to arrest an individual?
Answer: A private detective or an authorized employee of a private detective or security company has no arresting authority. Only a law enforcement officer/official may arrest an individual.
