A. 2003 – 2005 Continuing Education Audit

B. Licensure Requirements – Thomas Hemeyer
Director Jones explained the application requirements for licensure and the ability of the Board to pre-approve applications pending the receipt of additional requirements.  
The Board further discussed approving applications upon receipt of a letter from the Office of the Registrar from a college or university stating that the applicant has completed the degree requirements.  The Board determined that a letter from the Office of the Registrar could be considered proof of completion of the applicant’s degree however a transcript would still be required for full licensure.
C. Aide Supervision Requirements
Director Jones informed the Board of the need to clarify the 2-year experience requirement for the supervision of aides by speech-language pathologist who have worked in the school system.
A motion was made and seconded to allow a person with an Indiana Professional Licensing Agency license that has held a license from the Professional Standards Board for 2 or more years the ability to supervise an aide.
