IV. PERSONAL APPEARANCE
A. Takeru Hatachi, License #36001266A

Mr. Hatachi appeared before the Board to discuss the positive response on his renewal application.  Mr. Hatachi responded positively to question #3 on his renewal application which stated “Since you last renewed, have you been convicted of or pled guilty to a violation of a federal or state law or are criminal charges pending?”  

The Board reviewed the notarized documents submitted by Mr. Hatachi and asked him about the incident.

Mr. Hatachi informed the Board that he has completed his CDS program as of April 24, 2006 and has completed all conditions of his probation as of February 23, 2007.
Mr. Hatachi advised the Board that he made a mistake and assured the Board that it will not happen again.  He informed the Board that he has been licensed for six (6) years and is currently employed with Integrity Physical Therapy located in Fort Wayne, Indiana.  Mr. Hatachi advised the Board that he loves his job as an Athletic Trainer and that it is important to him.
A motion was made and seconded to renew Mr. Hatachi’s license as an Athletic Trainer based on the documentation received showing that he successfully completed the terms and conditions of his probation.

V. OLD/NEW BUSINESS

A. Continuing Education Penalty Chart System
Assistant Director Harvey informed the Board of the need to create a fine system for those who are not in compliance when audited.  Assistant Director Harvey discussed an example fine chart used by another Board.

The Board discussed the fee amount that should be charged for each continuing education credit a person is lacking during renewals.  The Board developed the following penalty chart to be used as a guideline for future continuing education violations:


 1 – 2 hours

$100



 3 – 5 hours

$200



 6 – 10 hours

$350



11 – 20 hours

$500


21 - 35 hours

$750



36– 50 hours

$1000
A motion was made and seconded to establish the above continuing education fee chart for practitioners that fail to comply with the random audit of the Indiana Athletic Trainers Board.  The Board emphasized the importance of informing the licensees about the fees that will be assessed for their failure to comply with the continuing education requirement in their initial audit letter.  The Board also requested that Assistant Director Harvey notify the Indiana Association of Athletic Trainers (IATA).

C. Board Member Appointments

There has been no information from the Governor’s Office regarding new appointments for the Board.
D. Richard Badry, Expired License #36000060A

The Board reviewed the application in the matter of Richard Badry whose license had been expired since 12/31/1996.
Based upon the application review, the Board chose to reinstate Mr. Badry’s license with the following conditions:

1. The reinstatement is based upon the timeframe of when he had initially received his license on May 23, 1995 and
2. The current requirements for reinstatement.

A motion was made and seconded to require Mr. Badry to submit his renewal application as well as proof that he has met the continuing education requirement of 50 units of NATABOC approved training for each biennial renewal period since expiration of his license (1999-2000, 2001-2002, 2003-2004, 2005-2006).  In addition, Mr. Badry is required to personally appear before the Board at their next regularly scheduled meeting.
