Ms. Backer testified that the Respondent has signed a contract with ISMA and has a diagnosis of alcoholism.  He has 52 urine drug screens required per year.

Ms. Backer informed the Board that Dr. Carr went for an evaluation at Resurrection in Chicago where he admitted to consuming alcohol over a 2-3 week period.  He did not notify Ms. Backer of his relapse, it was caught on a urine drug screen.

ISMA has recommended that the Respondent enter the Sante program.  This program is for someone with chronic relapses and psychiatric problems.  They have also requested that he not practice for at least six (6) months and until he has completed the Sante program.

The Respondent informed the Board that he did not report his relapse as he was hoping he wouldn’t test positive and that he would stop drinking on his own.  He plans to continue his 5-6 AA meetings per week and work with his sponsor.

After having considered the evidence presented, testimony of the witnesses and taking its file into consideration, the Board moved to place the Respondent’s license on INDEFINITE SUSPENSION and may not reinstate for a period of six (6) months.  Upon his request to reinstate the Respondent must meet the following terms and conditions:
· Support of treating physician – report favoring his returning to work 
· Report from all treating physicians that includes all treatment he has received

· ISMA recommendation to return to work

Recent Legislative Changes – Kristen Kelley, Board Director gave the Board an update of recent legislative changes that will go into effect on July 1, 2009.
· Addition of IC 25-27.5 Genetic Counselors

This new chapter calls for the licensing of Genetic Counselors beginning July 1, 2010.  The Medical Licensing Board will need to adopt administrative rules.  
· IC 25-1-15 – Added a new chapter which exempts health care practitioners who are licensed in other states from the licensing requirements in Indiana if they are traveling with an athletic or sports organization that is in Indiana for a particular sporting event and the health care practitioner will be in Indiana for 30 days or less.  Physicians are included in the list of health care practitioners.

· IC 25-22.5-5-4.6 Reinstates the temporary fellowship language that had expired.

· IC 25-22.5-5-4.5 repealed and replaced with a new section (IC 25-22.5-5-5.6)

Ms. Kelly also informed the Board of the legislative changes to the physician assistant rules.  A physician on probation may supervise a physician assistant unless the Board order specifically prohibits such.
