IV. PERSONAL APPEARANCES
A. Laura Johnson, AUD Applicant

The Board asked Ms. Johnson to explain her positive response.  Ms. Johnson informed the Board that she was and audiologist in Iowa and moved to Minnesota.  In Minnesota she became licensed as an audiologist and pursued her license as a hearing aid dealer.  She stated that she misunderstood the licensing requirements and went 6 weeks practicing on an expired hearing aid dealer license.
After discussion, a motion was made and seconded to approve Ms. Johnson’s application for licensure as an audiologist in the State of Indiana.

B. Rhonda Lawrence, Director of Special Services w/ Clay Community Schools
Re: Speech Aide Concerns
Ms. Lawrence appeared before the Board to address the concerns she has with Speech Aide classifications in their current form.   After a brief introduction Ms. Lawrence expressed her concerns with finding Speech-Language Pathogists to work within the school setting.
She informed the Board that she has had difficulty staffing schools and has been forced to hire SLP Aides.  Ms. Lawrence stated that she believes that restrictions are unfair and the qualifications for the SLP Aide II requirements cannot be met in their current form for the following reasons:
1. Shortage of Speech-Language Pathogists.
2. Discrepancy between school corporations and the needs of the students.
3. Specific guidelines between SLP Aides I and II.
4. Bachelor degree level responsibilities.
The board explained its efforts to Ms. Lawrence to update the rules to allow support personnel to take on more responsibility.
Ms. Lawrence suggested making a distinction between the school SLP and the medical SLP.  The Board suggesting re-starting the rule making process to try to adopt the rules that further develops the role of support personnel.
A motion was made and seconded to re-issue the Notice of Intent to update the current rules concerning support personnel.
