Hearing is called order at 9:10am.  Amanda Bailor is present for the State.  Respondent has requested in writing the day prior to this meeting that the hearing be delayed.  The commission discusses whether or not to proceed with the hearing.  Since the request to delay was well past the early September deadline, the commission determines that the untimely motion by respondent does not need to be considered.  The State moves to hold the respondent in default.  Carl Gilbert motions to accept the proposed default.  Earl Cornwell, 2nd.   Motion carried 5-0-0.  Hearing concludes at 9:25.  
Motion by Dianna Hancock to suspend respondent with no right to petition for reinstatement for 10 years; issue a fine of $700 and order to pay hearing costs.  Must show proof that he is in good standing and taxes are current with the IRS/DOR.  Must provide employment status to PLA on a quarterly basis.  Proof he has satisfied all criminal sanctions sent to PLA.
No second made.  Further discussion had.

Amended to the original motion made by Dianna Hancock.  Suspension with no right to petition for reinstatement for 2 years.  Respondent must pay hearing costs but no fine.   2nd by Jack. Fife  Vote 1-3-1.  Motion fails. 
Motion by Dianna to suspend respondent with no right to petition for reinstatement for 2 years.  Fine of $200 to be paid before being removed from suspension.  Hearing costs to be paid within 21 days of the date of filing.  Must show proof that he is in good standing and taxes are current with the IRS/DOR.  Must provide employment status to PLA on a quarterly basis.  Proof he has satisfied all criminal sanctions sent to PLA.  2nd by Carl Gilbert.  Motion carried 5-0-0.

IC 25-6.1-3-3 (c) (2) One (1) or more individuals designated by an organization that seeks to operate an auction house.  This subsection is what allows the auction house owner to not be a licensed auctioneer.

We may want to issue a release to local newspapers to inform them that Indiana auctioneers must provide their license number on all advertisements.
