Kristen Kelley, Board Director was sworn in as a witness.

Ms. Kelley testified that the Respondent’s application that is in evidence is part of the Board’s record.

In 1997, the State of Illinois indicted the Respondent on the following counts:
· Count I – Criminal Sexual Assault

· Count II – Impersonating a Physician

· Count III – Impersonating a Physician

· Count IV – Forgery

· Count V – Forgery

· Count VI – Impersonating a Physician

· Count VII – Impersonating a Physician

The Respondent pled guilty to counts II, III, and IV and the State of Illinois dismissed all remaining counts of the indictment in 2000.

The Respondent applied for an Indiana residency permit in 2003 and a full medical license in 2005, and falsified both applications when answering the questions.  He also applied for both licenses under a different name than what was indicated on the Illinois indictment.

In March 2006, the Respondent was charged in the U.S. District Court, Northern District of Georgia with:

· Defendant (the Respondent in this case) knowingly utter, use and possess Alien Registration Receipt Card, which the defendant knew to be procured by a means of a false claim and statement, in that the defendant failed to disclose an arrest for a felony crime, a material matter, on an immigrant visa application dated on or about July 1, 2000.

In May 2009, the Respondent pled guilty to count 1 of the criminal information, which is listed directly above.  Sentence imposed is as follows:

· $100 special assessment

· Shall notify U.S. Attorney for this district within 30 days of any change of name, residence, or mailing address until all fines, restitution, costs and special assessments imposed by this judgment are fully paid

· Imprisonment – time served.  The defendant (Respondent in our case) was remanded to the custody of the U.S. Marshal to be turned over to a duly-authorized immigration official for appropriate removal proceedings from the United States.  The defendant shall not reenter the U.S. unless he applies for and receives permission from the Attorney General or Secretary of Homeland Security to legally enter the U.S.
· Upon release from imprisonment he shall be on supervised release for a term of three (3) years.

In August 2009, the Georgia Medical Board revoked the Respondent’s medical license.

After further discussion the Board found that the Respondent violated the practice act as documented in count l and count II of the complaint.

After having considered the evidence presented, testimony of the witness and taking official notice of its file in this matter, the Board moved to REVOKE the Respondent’s license.

Effective September 14, 2007, the Drug Enforcement Administration revoked the Respondent’s DEA Certificate Registration.

In a plea agreement with the U.S. District Court, Middle District of Florida, Orlando Division, the Respondent pled guilty to Count I of the Second Superseding Indictment.  Count one charges the defendant with conspiracy to distribute and dispense controlled substances.

He also agreed that $109,494.00 in proceeds were obtained as a result of his conspiracy to distribute and dispense controlled substances.  The court found that he is personally liable to the United States of America for a forfeiture money judgment in the amount of $109,494.00.

The Respondent was sentenced as follows:

· Remanded to the custody of the Bureau of Prisons for a term of 15 months with credit for time served (268 days).  Court recommends that the balance of his term of commitment be served in Indiana.

· 2 years supervised release.  The mandatory drug testing requirements of the Violent Crime Control Act are imposed.  The court authorized random drug testing not to exceed 104 times per year.

· Special Conditions of Supervised Release are:

1. He shall cooperate in the collection of DNA as directed by Probation Officer

2. He shall participate in a substance abuse program and follow the probation officer’s instructions regarding the implementation of this court directive.  During and upon completion of this program, he is directed to submit to random drug testing

· $100 assessment

· Order on forfeiture money judgment.

· Conspiracy to distribute schedule II, schedule III, and schedule IV controlled substances

· Unlawfully dispensing Schedule II substances resulting in serious bodily injury

His sentencing is as follows:

· He is hereby committed to the custody of the United States Bureau of Prisons to be imprisoned for the total term of 360 months

· Upon release from imprisonment he shall be on a 5 year supervised release

· Assessed $4,600 in criminal monetary penalties

The practitioner may not surrender the practitioner’s license without the written approval of the board, and the board may impose any conditions appropriate to the surrender or reinstatement of a surrendered license.
                      (b) The board may not approve the surrender of a practitioner’s license under subsection (a) if the office of the attorney general:

                           (1) has filed an administrative complaint concerning the practitioner’s license; and
                           (2) opposes the surrender of the practitioner’s license.

The State informed the Board that they filed the formal complaint on October 21, 2009 and they object to his surrender based upon the fact that there would not be findings of facts if the Board accepted the surrender.
After having considered the evidence presented and taking official notice of its file in this matter the Board moved to DENY the request for Surrender of License.

Madeline Kuzma, Diversion Investigator with Unites States Drug Enforcement Administration and William S. Minore, M.D., were sworn in as witnesses for the State.

Ms. Kuzma testified that she was the diversion investigator on this case.  She identified patient records, which were submitted as exhibits 1 through 11 as records that were seized from Dr. Foley’s office.  

She also identified exhibit 12 which was a report from the National Drug Intelligence Center, Department of Justice.  The report was an analysis of Dr. Foley’s prescribing of controlled substances from the period of January 2005 through May 2008.
Dr. Minore is an expert witness.  He practices in Illinois and specializes in anesthesia and pain management.

The Board heard testimony from Dr. Minore.  Dr. Minore stated that he reviewed all patient records that were identified at exhibits 1 through 11.  He summarized each case for the Board.  He indicated on several cases that Dr. Foley’s prescribing practices in those specific cases were directly attributable to the patient’s death.
After having considered the evidence presented, testimony of the witnesses and taking official notice of its file in this matter Dr. Holt made the following motion.

Dr. Phillip Foley has been convincingly alleged to have contributed directly to the deaths of numerous patients under his care through indiscriminate prescriptions of controlled substances not supported by accepted standards of medical necessity, nor appropriate management.  He represents a clear and present danger to the public health and safety of the citizens of Indiana and elsewhere if allowed to continue to practice.  

After discussion the Board moved to SUMMARILY SUSPEND Dr. Foley’s license to practice medicine in Indiana, for ninety (90) days, pending further investigation.

Jose Gabriel, M.D. – Dr. Gabriel appeared before the Board regarding a request for a waiver of the three (3) attempts at taking the USMLE rule, 844 IAC 4-4.5-12, for his initial application for licensure and was not represented by counsel.

Dr. Gabriel submitted the following as evidence of exceptional circumstance that would make his eligible for a waiver:

· Licensed in two States; Illinois and Pennsylvania

· Rare specialty of Gastrointestinal Pathologist

During discussion the Board noted that Dr. Hanna was scheduled for this personal appearance by staff as part of his education was at SABA during the time that it was not recognized.  However, IC 25-22.5-3-1 Minimum requirements state in part:

          “(c) The applicant shall possess the degree of doctor of medicine or doctor
            of osteopathy or its equivalent from a medical school which was approved 
            by the board as of the time the degree was conferred.”

Dr. Hanna graduated from Indiana University School of Medicine therefore he would not require a waiver of his medical school.

After discussion the Board moved to APPROVE Dr. Hanna for licensure.
