Incomplete or Unpaid students under grandfathering

E. Letter from AMTA regarding MBLEx 
The AMTA now supports the MBLEx as the preferred exam for national certification.
F. FSMBT report 

· American Massage Therapy Association (AMTA) is withdrawing their support for the National Certification Therapeutic Massage and Bodywork (NCTMB) entry level exam NCETM (National Certification Examination for Therapeutic Massage) but continues its support for the certification program including the NCETMB (National Certification Examination for Therapeutic Massage & Bodywork) exam.  AMTA is endorsing the Massage and Bodywork Licensing Exam (MBLEx) as the best choice of an entry level licensing exam that can lead to portability of massage practice.  
· New Director of Government Relations hired, Sally Hacking
· FSMTB has joined The Massage Therapy Body of Knowledge (MTBOK) as a project steward to define scope of practice, terminology, describing the field, competencies of entry level in terms of knowledge, skills and abilities. 
· FSMTB website was missing Indiana as a state using MBLEx.  That has been corrected.
· Michigan has passed licensing for Massage Therapy.
· Per Indiana request, Missouri is sharing their list of schools that have been investigated and determined to be not a real school or not teaching massage.
