B. Grandfathering deadlines

The deadline for submitting applications for certification under the grandfathering provision section (a) is June 30, 2009.  The section of the rule that pertains to grandfathering expires in June 2010, therefore those applying under section (c) can submit their application until June 30, 2010.
C. Out of State Schools

Applicants that attended a massage school in any other state will need to submit verification that their school was approved by that particular state’s version of ICOPE.

E. Business records
The board discussed the definition of business records and determined that affidavits from clients are satisfactory for proof of practice not business records.  Business records would consist of any combination of the following: bank accounts, receipts for supplies, professional liability insurance or a print out from a computer software program that is specific to the practice of massage therapy or massage therapy services for two consecutive years.
