FSMTB Update:

B.
Unpaid service and term “employed” defined:

The Board determined that the term “employed” means that the massage therapist received monetary compensation for their services.  A therapist who is “engaged” in the practice of massage therapy could be unpaid for their  services. If an applicant has the appropriate massage therapy education and is not paid for practice, the Board will review their education and practice in determining approval for certification.  
C. HB1573: 

House Bill 1573 becomes effective July 1, 2009.  Jeanette Roberts, Board Director, will request that Indiana Professional Licensing Agency’s Chief Legal Counsel, Marty Allain and Deputy Director, Wade Lowhorn, attend the June 29, 2009 meeting to answer questions and clarify pertinent information for the Board.
