Case Summary: Jackson Therapy Services hired Mr. Mayner on February 27th, and contracted him to work for the Waters of Princeton. He did not cause his employer to sign a copy of the order nor did he notify the committee that he had obtained employment as stipulated in his probationary order.   On June 3, 2009 a motion was made and seconded to suspend Mr. Mayner’s Physical Therapist license indefinitely, he cannot request to have a hearing to withdraw probation until March 2010. He must sign a copy of the order of suspension and return it within 7 days of receipt. As a condition precedent to reinstatement, he must supply committee with employment history and his current address. 

A motion was made and seconded to reinstate Mr. Mayner’s license on indefinite probation for one year from the date of the order.  As a condition of his probation he would be ordered to continue to see a psychiatrist until such time as the psychiatrist discharges him from treatment (psychiatrist must submit a statement to the Committee if and when she discharges him), psychiatrist will submit quarterly reports, recommend attending a support group for individuals suffering from Bi-Polar disorder, quarterly probationary personal appearances, continue to complete at least four hours of community service on a monthly basis, supervisory reports on a quarterly basis, employer must sign and date the order and send it to the Committee within 7 business days of his employment (if employed by a contract agency will need to received signed order from facilty in addition of the employer).

DISCUSSION

A. Probation Report by Megan Certo
Megan Certo gave her probationary report: 

· Deborah Pepsak: not compliant in that she has not submitted proof of having attended AA.  Tasha Coleman to send a letter requesting personal appearance in September and must bring proof of AA attendance in accordance with her probationary order. 

· Matthew Hard:  Tasha Coleman to send a letter requesting a personal appearance in September.  Must submit signed order, employer letters, and proof of AA attendance two weeks prior to the meeting.
· Michael Ybarra: not compliant in that he has not submitted his supervisor report, probation report or AA logs.  Tasha Coleman to send a personal appearance letter for September.  Must submit missing documentation two weeks prior to meeting.  

· Jason Vandeventer : has not submitted quarterly report from employer or personal report.  Tasha Coleman to send a letter reminding of the terms of his order.  

All other probationers are compliant with their orders.  

B. Verification of Educational Credentials/Transcript issue

The Committee reviewed a number of endorsement applications from foreign trained graduates.  Most of the applications did not include credential evaluations which indicated that their education was substantially equivalent to the first professional degree in physical therapy if the degree had been granted in the United States.  
C. Foreign educated endorsement apps

The Committee will require that all applicants (endorsement as well as examination) submit a credential evaluation from one of the four agencies that are approved to use the coursework and retro tool.  
D. Resurrection Behavioral Health MAP program information

The Committee reviewed an information mailer regarding the Resurrection Behavioral Health MAP program.  
E. FSBPT Annual Meeting
The Committee discussed the upcoming FSBPT annual meeting in Denver, CO in October.  Dr. Fletcher will represent the Committee as a delegate.  In the event that Dr. Fletcher cannot go to the meeting Megan Certo has agreed to be the alternate.  
F. Issues for the Indiana Physical Therapy Committee 

The Committee discussed the letter from Frances Kelly, Executive Director, which asked each Board or Committee to put together a list of at least five points that are important to that Board/Committee.  The Committee’s list is as follows:
· Committee falls under the prevue of the Medical Licensing Board

· Complaints and hearings

· Foreign educated applicants 

· Random drug screens should be a standardized way

· Continued Competency Units (CCU) 

· Positive support from the FSBPT

G. SB 356
State Bill 356 was recently passed and Mary Bennett is going to meet with Lisa Bentley and Marty Allain after the meeting to discuss any issues that the Committee has.
