3. Require treating counselor to submit quarterly reports to the Board
4. Submit quarterly reports detailing Ms. Canada’s current address, phone number, employer and employment status.
5. A letter from Ms. Canada’s supervisor must be submitted upon petition for withdrawal of probation detailing her overall work performance.

6. A letter from Ms. Canada’s therapist must be submitted upon petition for withdrawal of probation detailing the current status of her mental health.

Case Summary:  The Respondent appeared before the Board to request the withdrawal of his probation issued on July 25, 2006.  The Respondent’s probation included the following terms and conditions:

1. Indefinite Probation for a period of not less than one year.
2. Twelve (12) hours of continuing education credit.

3. Signed copies of the settlement agreement from his supervisor and the Kentucky Board.

4. Submit quarterly reports from the Respondent and the supervisor.

The Respondent requested that he be issued a non-active license to practice in the State of Indiana.  He informed the Board that his Kentucky license was placed on probation as a result of his probationary license in Indiana.  He also stated that this experience has made him a stronger social worker.

Counsel for the State argued that the Respondent had failed to comply with the terms of probation by failing to submit a copy of his probation order signed by an official of the Kentucky Social Worker Board.
The Board reviewed the Respondent’s file and determined that he had complied with the terms of probation.
