Case Summary:  On July 23, 2002, the Board issued a Final Order and Approval which placed Mr. Hajduch on probation and required a fine of $1,000.00.  On September 10, 2009 the Board suspended his license, accessed an additional fine of $1,000.00, and allowed for a petition for reinstatement after he demonstrated that he had complied with the original order.
A motion was made and seconded to recommend that the suspension be lifted from Mr. Hajduch’s license to practice as a Health Facility Administrator in the State of Indiana.

C. Provisional Licenses 

Jeanette Roberts spoke with the Board regarding the rules regarding provisional licenses that state that there has to be an unexpected vacancy at the facility for the facility to meet the requirements.  She explained that it is very difficult to define “unexpected vacancy”. The Board feels that since facilities are able to hire a licensed HFA to fulfill the Department of Health’s requirement vs. obtaining a provisional, there is no need to change our usual interpretation.
