RE: Residential Care Administrators
OVERVIEW: This proposed rule will amend 840 IAC 1 and 840 IAC 2 to implement rule changes based on P.L.54-2007, including establishing criteria for licensure as a Residential Care Facility Administrator and to establish separate education, experience, and training requirements for licensure as a Residential Care Facility Administrator and Comprehensive Health Care Facility Administrator.
