Case Summary:  On July 23, 2002, the Board issued a Final Order and Approval which placed Mr. Hajduch on probation and required a fine of $1,000.00.  On September 10, 2009 the Board issued another fine of $1,000.00, suspended his license and would allow for a petition for reinstatement after he demonstrated that he had complied with the original order.
