IV. RULES DISCUSSION
Points of the rules discussion are listed below:

· Ms. Brown explains the rule process to the board. 
· The board will accept attestation on the application regarding the date of birth of the applicant.

· The board will need to create non-code rules for grandfathering. The Director will meet with legal counsel regarding this process.
· The Director will check with PLA on the 90 days/180 days “grace period” of expiration. 
· The board has determined that should a large group attend any meeting, it will not respond to questions, but rather ask that they submit them to the Director for response by mail or email.
· The board will create “criteria” for the exam to be acceptable. Mr. Reeves will assist in creating the criteria.
· The Director will check on wall certificate for Massage Therapists.
· The Director will gather information regarding cost/fees before next meeting.

· The Director will send an email to the sub-committee of some examples of competent practice as used by other Indiana regulated professions.
· The sub-committee will provide an update at the June meeting of their status on the writing of standards of competent practice rules.

· The Director will find out if the board is required to report disciplinary action to the National Practitioner Databank or some similar entity.
· Ms. Brown will check on the exam requirements for endorsement applicants.
· The Director will check with evaluation agencies on whether or not they evaluate massage therapists.
· The Director will check with IPLA on their recommendation of the date of renewal for massage therapists.
· The Board discussed the timeline for rulemaking.

· The Board discussed that they will post the final draft of the rules online for public inspection/comment.

· The Board will compile a list of definitions for the rules.
