Per Gordan White, Legal Counsel, and 844 IAC 6-3-2 Sec 2 (a) 4, the passing score of 600 was adopted by the BOD of FSBPT.  
D. Spantran Educational Services

Spantran Educational Services contacted the Committee regarding credentials evaluations for foreign trained Physical Therapist/PTA’s.  The Committee stated that at this time we have a sufficient number of evaluating services and if they find that additional services are needed in the future, they will have the staff contact Spantran.    

E. FCCPT Credential Evaluations – Masters degree requirement
If the FCCPT credentials evaluation states that the education is not equivalent than the applicant is not eligible for licensure based on education.  
F. Strategic planning discussion
The Strategic planning discussion has been tabled until the March 2010 meeting. 

G. Request for reinstatement: Mark Mayner, PT

Mr. Mayner is not eligible to petition for his license to be reinstated until after March 11, 2010.  The Committee will consider his petition for reinstatement until June 2010.

Jeanette Roberts informed the Committee of the new pocket card policy. IPLA will no longer be printing pocket cards as a courtesy; licensee will have to purchase them online for a nominal fee.
