Case Summary: Jackson Therapy Services hired Mr. Mayner on February 27th, and contracted him to work for the Waters of Princeton. He did not cause his employer to sign a copy of the order nor did he notify the committee that he had obtained employment as stipulated in his probationary order.   On June 3, 2009 a motion was made and seconded to suspend Mr. Mayner’s Physical Therapist license indefinitely, he cannot request to have a hearing to withdraw probation until March 2010. He must sign a copy of the order of suspension and return it within 7 days of receipt. As a condition precedent to reinstatement, he must supply committee with employment history and his current address. 

A motion was made and seconded to deny Mr. Mayner’s petition for reinstatement. He can apply to come off of suspension once he submits proof to committee that he has met all of the requirements outlined in the orders , completed the ProBE program, submits a report from the psychiatrist and along with a signed  copy of this order stating that he has read a copy of the order. (JLR to send entire file to the MD and to Mark) all terms and conditions from the June 11, 2009 order are still in effect. He must complete a release for all records to be sent to psychiatrist including the psychological evaluation and inform the Committee of the contact information for the psychiatrist.

DISCUSSION

A. Probation Report by Megan Certo
· Michael Ybarra is non-compliant in that he has not submitted documentation of having attended AA on a weekly basis (reports due on a quarterly basis).  

· Debra Pepsak is non-compliant in that she has not submitted personal letters and verification of AA attendance. 
· Matthew Hard is non-compliant in that he has not submitted verification of attendance at AA logs 

· Mary Bennett asked regarding the status of applicant Audrey Wagler who was given permission to sit for the exam at the December 2009 meeting.  At this time Ms. Wagler has not submitted the requested proof of having attended AA on a weekly basis, reports from her psychologist regarding her ability to practice, nor has she taken the licensing exam.  

All other probationers are in compliance.  Tasha Coleman will send letters to the three non-compliant probationers reminding them of the terms of their probation.  

B. Email from Jay Herrera, PT

The Committee reviewed an additional email from Mr. Herrera, a licensed Physical Therapist, regarding an unlicensed company which is offering services and techniques that should be offered by licensed medical professionals such as physical therapist, athletic trainers or exercise physiologists.  The Office of the Attorney General is aware of the situation and is considering the State’s options.  

C. Julee Gordon, PTA

The Committee reviewed a statement from Julee Gordon regarding her compliance with her probationary status in the State of Kentucky. 

D. Strategic planning discussion

· The Committee would like to compile a list of mentors willing to supervise/mentor a probationer. 

· Mary will contact Jerry with APTA about getting the request out. The Committee requested that a list of steps for adding random drug screens to a probationers order when needed. 

· Megan would like to add using the Practice Review Tool to things offered to those who are expired more than 3 years.

E. Letter from St. Vincent

Catherine Middleton with St. Vincent appeared before the Committee regarding licensed Physical Therapists at St. Vincent offering physical therapy services without having a physician’s order prior to treatment.  The Committee is not in a position to offer a professional/legal opinion and has advised St. Vincent to seek additional legal counsel from their private legal team.  
F. FSBPT Update

Mary Bennett mentioned that Chuck Meacci with the FSBPT would like to attend an upcoming meeting to answer any questions that the Committee might have.  The Committee feels confident that they are up to date regarding the FSBPT.  Mr. Meacci will appear at the September meeting to answer questions and to give a presentation regarding Continuing Competency.
