IV. CONTINUING EDUCATION PERSONAL APPEARANCES

Re: Continuing Education Audit

Ms. Swaney appeared before the Board to discuss the reasons why she failed to comply with the continuing education audit of her license for the renewal period of December 31, 2003- December 31, 2005.

Ms. Swaney was short thirty-one (31) hours of continuing education from the audit review.  Ms. Swaney submitted 11.75 additional hours and is still short 19.25 hours of continuing education. This reduces Ms. Swaney’s civil penalty  to seven-hundred fifty dollars ($750.00). Ms. Swaney stated that it was an oversight on her part.  The Board stated that they appreciated her honesty and the fact that she submitted additional hours to show that she is working toward compliance.

1. Jean D. Raver

Ms. Raver submitted a request for continuing education waiver due to hardship.  Ms. Raver had several surgeries and wants to return to work part-time.  She has stated that she had taken some continuing education in the school system.
A motion was made and seconded to request Ms. Raver to notify the Board of how many hours she completed of continuing education and to have board member, Michael Flahive, to review her information.  Based on Mr. Flahive’s review, it will determine how many hours will be waived on her behalf, or otherwise grant her a personal appearance.
The Board noted it will waive the full continuing education requirements for the 2003-2005 cycle if she has at least a minimum of fifteen (15) hours of continuing education prior to December 31, 2005.  Also, she must complete the thirty-six (36) hours of continuing education required for the 2005-2007 renewal cycle.
