Provisional Ballot Activity
STEP-BY-STEP INSTRUCTIONS SCRAMBLE
Instructions:  (Allow 15-20 minutes for explanation and activity)

1. Make copies for the number of groups you anticipate, no more than 10 people per group.

2. Cut paper into strips with one provisional ballot step per strip.
3. Mix strips up and place in baggie or paper clip.

4. Poll workers will organize strips in the order they shall be administered.

5. Review as a group

The Voter and Inspector complete the PRE-4 challenge affidavit.
Voter signs poll list and confirms residence’s address.

Both Clerks initial the ballot near the seal. 
The Clerks give the initialed provisional ballot and a PRO-2 security envelope to the voter.

The voter completes the ballot in private and seals it inside the PRO-2 security envelope.

The Voter signs the PRO-2 (with ballot enclosed) and returns it to the Inspector.

The Inspector gives the voter a PRO-9 informational document.

The Inspector attaches the PRE-4 challenge affidavit to the PRO-2 security envelope.
The completed PRO-2 security envelope (with the PRE-4 attached) is placed into the large PRO-4 storage envelope.
Close the Polls
Seal, complete and sign the PRO-4 envelope with voted provisional ballots enclosed and the PRO-6 envelope with spoiled provisional ballots enclosed.
Return Provisional Ballot Document (with the other supplies) to the County Election Board.
