What is the timeframe for individuals to transition to an awarded case management
company?

Individuals and guardians must choose an awarded case management no later than
December 14, 2021. Implementation begins January 1, 2022.

All typical processes and timelines remain and still exist.

How will | be notified of an individual’s CMCO change?
Providers will receive a new Notice of Action when a CMCO changes.
