We have received your letter on March 4 2024, that requests termination of
NPDES general permit coverage under ING670000 for wastewater discharges of
hydrostatic testing of commercial pipelines for the above-mentioned project. The letter
states that your company has completed all hydrostatic test discharges associated with
this project and requests that NPDES general permit coverage be terminated.

Based on this information, our Office concurs that your NPDES general permit
coverage is no longer required and may be terminated. Therefore, NPDES General
Permit Coverage No. ING670122 is hereby terminated, effective March 31, 2024.

IDEM shall serve notice of its decision to terminate your facility’s coverage under
the general permit in accordance with the requirements of 327 IAC 5-3-14. It should
also be noted that any appeal must be filed under procedures outlined in IC 13-15-6,

IC 4-21.5, and the enclosed Public Notice. The appeal must be initiated by filing a
petition for administrative review with the Office of Environmental Adjudication (OEA)
within fifteen (15) days of the emailing of an electronic copy of this letter or within
eighteen (18) days of the mailing of this letter. A copy must also be served upon IDEM.

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The Office of Environmental Adjudication will provide parties who request review
of this acceptance for coverage with notice of prehearing conferences, preliminary
hearings, hearing, and stays or orders disposing of all proceedings. Nonparties may
receive such notices without intervening and formally becoming parties in the
proceeding by requesting copies of such notices from the Office of Environmental
Adjudication.

You are reminded that the submittal of monitoring data via NetDMR is required
for all months up to the termination date of this general permit coverage. Also, future
discharge to waters of the state must be preceded by the submittal of an NPDES
application at least 180 days prior to the commencement of such discharge, unless a
later date is allowed by rule or by an applicable NPDES general permit.

c. entitled to administrative review under any law.
The reasons for the request for administrative review.
The particular legal issues proposed for review.
The alleged environmental concerns or technical deficiencies of the permit.
The permit terms and conditions that the petitioner believes would be appropriate and would
comply with the law.
8. The identity of any persons represented by the petitioner.
9. The identity of the person against whom administrative review is sought.
10. A copy of the permit that is the basis of the petition.
11. A statement identifying petitioner’s attorney or other representative, if any.

Failure to meet the requirements of the law with respect to a Petition for Administrative Review may result in
a waiver of your right to seek administrative review of the permit. Examples are:

1. Failure to file a Petition by the applicable deadline;
2. Failure to serve a copy of the Petition upon IDEM when it is filed; or

If you seek to have a permit stayed during the administrative review, you may need to file a Petition for a
Stay of Effectiveness.
