Review Criteria 
Project Quality and Planning 
The extent to which: 

• Project provides a quality artistic or cultural experience for the community
• Project timeline is defined and aligned with project description

Community Benefit 
The extent to which: 

• The applicant can describe the intended audience the project will serve
• The applicant can describe how the community will benefit from the project
• Intentional efforts are made to directly engage underserved populations

Project Management 
The extent to which: 

• Project team has relevant skills and knowledge to administer the project
• Project spending is aligned with project description
