However, teachers were asked to review their curriculums and make
sure that they are staying within the guidelines of their academic standards. I have copied the Government standard to
help explain the assignment Mr. DeMass has assigned to his students:

USG.5.6 Explain how citizens in the United States participate in public elections as voters and supporters of candidates
for public office. (E)

I have also spoken with Mr. DeMass (yesterday), as well as a few students in his classes, about making sure that there
is not any one sided discussion or any "campaigning" for one side of the other. The students I spoke have felt that Mr.
