MINUTES

December 14, 2022
Commission was called to order by Vice President Vickie Mace, at 6:00 p.m.

Those in attendance were commission members Tom Ames, Fred Nevils, Vickie Mace, Lance Hofmann, and Jan Howell. Amy Adams non-voting member was present. Jennifer Flater made the following record to wit:

Vickie Mace led the Pledge to the Flag, followed with prayer by Tom Ames. 

OLD BUSINESS

A motion to approve the November 16, 2022 minutes was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Lance Hofmann.  Motion carried 5-0. 

NEW BUSINESS
Jim informed the CCRC that the Indiana Powder Coatings has been having issues with Duke Energy on receiving accurate bills. It appears part of the issues were Duke thought this was a new install and did not realize it was an existing business. Jim will give an update at the January meeting.

Jim has a zoom call with Turnout Industries and Kihm Metal last week. Turnout Industries is an investment company that works with companies for 10 to 15 years to assist the company with growth.
Jim met with Brad Emmert and some other people to discuss the possibility of a housing project in Brazil. Brad was asked for a formal proposal so it could be determined if there would be any abatements available or possible TIF benefits.
Jim gave a brief synopsis of what all the CCRC has done in 2022. It was an impressive year.
Tom discussed Jim’s contract for 2023 and stated the budget is for $25,000.00 but Jim’s agreement is for $19,000.00. It was determined the CCRC would reimburse Jim for mileage at the county rate. There was also discussion about Jim needing to provide an insurance provision.

Motion to approve Jim’s contract with the change for mileage reimbursement at the county rate and insurance provision and authorize Tom to sign the updated contract was made by Lance Hofmann and seconded by Vickie Mace. Motion carried 5-0.
Tom presented five invoices as follows: 1. Jim for $1,549.80 for his monthly payment per the new contract. 2. Lou for $720.00 for work on the Pyramid Project. 3. Lou for $ 3,000.00 for PDF Tax Abatements. 4. Lou for $ 2,750.00 for Brown Jug Tax Abatement. 5. Brazil City for $175,773.52 for reimbursement on water tower. Currently we have $91,003.52 left in appropriations to pay the City and will pay the remaining $84,770.00 in January. The claims with the change for Brazil City will total $99,023.32

Motion to approve the invoices totaling $99,023.32 as presented with the change to Brazil City was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Vickie Mace.  Motion carried 5-0.
