OLD BUSINESS
A motion to approve the February 19, 2020 minutes was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Vickie Mace.  Motion carried 4-0. 
NEW BUSINESS

Jim stated the PPG project is moving ahead as planned.

Jim discussed the EDA Public Works Industrial Park Project. EDA is now requesting County and Cities to be co-applicants and both are on board with working together.
Lou presented Resolution 3-2020 Declaratory Resolution Amending Economic Development Plans in Certain Areas in the City of Brazil, Indiana and Resolution 4-2020 Resolution of the Clay County Redevelopment Commission, Acting On Behalf Of the City of Brazil, Indiana. Authorizing Issuance of Bonds for the Purpose of Providing Funds to be Applied to Pay for the Acquisition of Property and Construction of Projects for Economic Development Purposes and Incidental Expenses in Connection Therewith and on Account of the Issuance of the Bonds. Lou also explained the City has a bond that will be rolling off this year so when the new bond takes effect the taxes will not increase for the city. Tracy Lawson, attorney for Brazil City explained the 3 projects that the bond will cover. Mayor Wyndham stated the first 2 projects are essential for the City. The third project will be a nice improvement for Forest Park. Jason Semler, with Bakertilly, explained how the bond process will work and will and the bond will be for 8 years.
