OLD BUSINESS
A motion to approve the April 21, 2021 minutes was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Lance Hofmann.  Motion carried 5-0. 
NEW BUSINESS
Jason Semler, with Bakertilly presented the TIF allocation report to the CCRC. Jason stated all the TIF’s are moving along with the anticipated revenues as projected. 

Jim discussed the sewer project at I-70/59 and presented 2 projects. There is Phase I that will cost approximately $1.7 million and Phase II with an estimated cost of $5.5 million. There are some funding options available and it may be beneficial to combine the projects which could in turn save some money. Jim will keep the CCRC informed as new information develops. 

Jim stated Mike McCracken has purchased the Eutectics building. The City has approved both the real and personal property abatements for 10 years each.

 Jim spoke with Tim Hipwell, who stated the attorney for PPG has approved the concept of the payment idea. PPG would like to have a more precise amount of what they would owe annually.

Lou prepared Resolution 2021-7 Authorizing Tom to sign a document for the engineering fees up to $50,000.00.

Lou presented Resolution 2021-8 Concerning Notice Pursuant to I.C. 36-7-14-39(b)(4) Due June 15, 2021. This states there is no excess assessed value in the economic development areas. Lou will mail the signed letter out to all the taxing units and Jennifer will send to DLGF.
