Commission was called to order by President Tom Ames, at 6:00 p.m.

Those in attendance were commission members Tom Ames, Fred Nevils, Vickie Mace, and Jan Howell. Amy Adams non-voting member was present.  Jennifer Flater made the following record to wit:

Tom gave everyone a moment to remember Bill Sisson.

OLD BUSINESS
A motion to approve the June 17, 2020 minutes was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Vickie Mace.  Motion carried 4-0. 
NEW BUSINESS

Jim gave an update on the Industrial Park EDA application process. First will need to obtain letters of support and job retention forms from all businesses in the Industrial Park. Hopefully will be able to submit the application by mid-August. Indiana is entitled to $15,000,000.00 of the $225,000,000.00 being awarded. Clay County will be requesting $3,000,000.00 to $ 4,000,000.00 with a 20% match using mainly TIF dollars and a small amount by the County. Lou prepared Resolution 2020-8 Declaration of Official Intent to Provide Matching Funds.
Motion to approve Resolution 2020-8 was made by Vickie Mace and seconded by Jan Howell. Motion carried 4-0.

Lou prepared Resolution 2020-9 Donating Real Property to Clay Community Schools. Lou stated the CCRC owns a parcel at 328 N Colfax St, Brazil that the school would like to have. The CCRC received this parcel from Brazil City when the City was procuring the Blight Program Grant a few years ago. Government entities are allowed to donate property to another entity with a resolution. 
Motion to approve Resolution 2020-9 was made by Vickie Mace and seconded by Fred Nevils. Motion carried 4-0.

Lou stated project Pyramid submitted a reimbursement agreement that did not meet our criteria. Lou has sent a letter explaining the concerns and expectations the County has. Jim and Lou will keep the CCRC updated as he has new information. 

Tom presented 5 claims from Lou totaling $1,626.00. 1. $320.70 for PDF TIF, 2. $320.70 for IVC TIF, 3. $208.20 for I-70/SR59 TIF, 4. $ 365.70 for Southwestern EDA, 5. $ 410.70 for North Central TIF.
Motion to approve the claims for Cox, Zwerner, Gambill, and Sullivan totaling $1,626.00 as presented was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Vickie Mace. Motion carried 4-0.
