MINUTES

July 21, 2021
Commission was called to order by President Tom Ames, at 6:00 p.m.

Those in attendance were commission members Tom Ames, Fred Nevils, Vickie Mace, Lance Hofmann, and Jan Howell. Jennifer Flater made the following record to wit:

Vickie Mace led the Pledge to the Flag, followed with prayer by Tom Ames. 
OLD BUSINESS
A motion to approve the June 16, 2021 minutes was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Vickie Mace.  Motion carried 5-0. 
NEW BUSINESS
Jim said the PPG groundbreaking ceremony went very well.
Jim stated he spoke with Mark Sullivan, City Engineer, and will be receiving the survey and legal description where the new water tower will be placed. There is also a need to repair a portion of the road in the industrial park with a cost of approximately $ 96,000.00. Currently we are waiting on final dollar amounts and bond information to determine how much of the entire project we can fund. Jim will keep the CCRC informed as new information develops.

Jim discussed the sewer project at I-70/59 and presented 2 projects. There is Phase I that will cost approximately $1.7 million and Phase II with an estimated cost of $5.5 million. There are some funding options available and it may be beneficial to combine the projects which could in turn save some money. Tom said the meeting last week went well and it was determined not to include Center Point with the project. An application was submitted for the State Water Infrastructure Fund last week. The maximum request is for $ 5,000,000.00 those that do not receive funds on the first go around can apply at the next cycle later this year. Jim will keep the CCRC informed as new information develops. 

Tom presented five claims from Lou totaling $4,999.70. 1. Southwest TIF for $382.50, 2. I-70/59 TIF for $562.50, 3. North Central TIF for $292.50, 4.  Miscellaneous work for $762.50, 5. Tax abatement work on Indiana Powder Coatings for $3,000.00.
Motion to approve all five invoices as presented for Cox, Zwerner, Gambill, and Sullivan for $ 4,999.50 was made by Vickie Mace and seconded by Fred Nevils. Motion carried 5-0.
