SPECIAL MEETING

JANUARY 8, 2018
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Monday, January 8, 2018, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy L. Wininger, James A. Stiles, Warren D. Albright, J. Keith Gibson and Councilwomen Barbara McFeaters and M. Lynn Gee.   Also attending were Deputy Auditor Bobbie Abel, Sheriff Travis Roush, Josh Hughett, Animal Control Officer and Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal/Martin County Humane Society.   
President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 6:00pm.  
Councilman Wininger made a motion to retain Councilman Summers as President.  Councilwoman Gee made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilwoman Gee made a motion to retain Councilman Wininger as Vice-President.  Councilman Gibson made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

The minutes from the special meeting held December 4, 2017 were approved as submitted with a motion made by Councilwoman Gee and seconded by Councilman Albright.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Courtney Hughett, Martin County Humane Society, submitted their annual report.  They will begin micro-chipping later this month.  Hughett also discussed the financials from 2017.  
Deputy Auditor Abel submitted the Tourism Report on behalf of Jim Stoughton.  

The Council made the following appointments:  

Alcoholic Beverage Board-Kenneth Inman, motion by Councilman Wininger and seconded by Councilwoman Albright.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Samaritan Advisory Council-Barbara McFeaters, motion by Councilwoman Gee and seconded by Councilman Stiles.  All were in favor and the motion passed. 

Southern Indiana Development Commission-Randy Wininger, motion by Councilman Stiles and seconded by Councilman Gibson.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Solid Waste Management District-Richard Summers, motion by Councilwoman Gee and seconded by Councilman Wininger.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Economic Development Commission-Warren Albright, motion by Councilman Stiles and seconded by Councilman Gibson.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Martin County Park Board-Mitch Green and Donna Hawkins, motion by Councilman Albright and seconded by Councilman Gibson.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Redevelopment Commission Warren Albright & Keith Gibson, motion by Councilwoman Gee and seconded by Councilman Stiles.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Community Corrections Advisory Board-Barbara McFeaters, motion by Councilman Stiles and seconded by Councilman Albright.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Martin County Alliance-Barbara McFeaters, motion by Councilman Stiles and seconded by Councilman Gibson.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Sheriff Travis Roush came before the Council to discuss the purchase of 7 new portable radios and 1 new radio for a vehicle for $16,000.  They currently have 9 radios and 8 Deputies.  There are 4 Reserve Deputies and 2 more in training.  The lack of radios is a safety concern.  He has funds available in the 911 CD to purchase the new radios.  The Council verbally agreed to have the Sheriff proceed with the purchase.  Councilwoman Gee requested a list of Commissary expenditures.  
With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:45pm with a motion made by Councilman Gibson and seconded by Councilwoman McFeaters.    All were in favor and the motion passed.   The next regular scheduled Council meeting will be held Monday, February 5, 2018 at 6:00pm.  
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
