MINUTES

The Martin County Commissioners convened in Regular Session, Tuesday, April 23, 2019 in the Commissioners Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were President Paul R. George, Kevin Boyd and Dan Gregory. Also present were Bobbie Abel, Auditor; David Lett, Attorney; Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk; Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal; Joshua Hughett, Animal Control Officer; Travis Roush, Sheriff; Aureola Wright, Prosecutor; Tim Hunt, HWC; Justin Webb, Estimator, Milestone Contractors.
President George called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:45pm. 

The minutes from the regular meeting of April 9, 2019 were approved with a motion made by Commissioner Boyd with a second made by Commissioner Gregory.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Claims and Allowances were approved with a motion made by Commissioner Gregory with a second made by Commissioner Boyd.  All were in favor and the motion passed. 
Attorney Lett updated the Commissioners on the Vollmer Tract and that he advised Attorney Swartzentruber that he should delay his appearance at the meeting until May 8, 2019 to allow Attorney Lett time to investigate County Road 31 further.
Travis Roush, Martin County Sheriff, informed the Commissioners that the Indiana Sheriff’s Association will be increasing the out of county inmates per diem from $35.00 per day to $37.50 for 2019 and in 2020 the rate will increase to $40.00 per day. Currently there are 76 inmates with 27 being from Vigo County.  One Martin County inmate was transferred to the Department of Corrections via Court Order and the County will be paying for his housing.  Sheriff Roush has obtained one estimate for the video cameras with more to come.  

Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk, submitted the bi-weekly work report.  Superintendent Padgett was unable to attend.  Alcorn requested that the Highway summer schedule be implemented beginning May 6, 2019. They will be working four ten hour shifts throughout the summer months. A motion was made to approve the summer schedule by Commissioner Boyd, seconded by Commissioner Gregory. All were in favor and the motion passed.  Ms. Alcorn also requested a working session with Brent Roberts and the Commissioners regarding bridges.  A tentative date was set for May 8 , 2019 following the regular session. Commissioner Boyd made a motion to close West River Road, to only allow local traffic access. Commissioner Gregory seconded, all were in favor and the motion passed.

Bids for the Highway department were submitted by E&B Paving, JJ Concrete and Milestone.  All bids were taken under advisement to verify documentation and will be awarded at the next meeting. All bids will be on file at the Auditors office. Tim Hunt, HWC, advised the Commissioners about the requirements for the ADA Coordinator.
Bobbie Abel, Auditor, presented an authorization letter for T-Mobile to update an existing tower which stated that there wasn’t any zoning permit required. Commissioner Gregory made a motion to approve the authorization letter and Commissioner Boyd seconded. All were in favor and the motion passed.  Abel also informed the Commissioners that Wade Flake called in regards to zoning for a sign for the new Dollar General Store.  The Commissioners advised that there were no permits required. 
Commissioner Gregory announced that it is farming season and there will be a lot of farming equipment on the roads.  He asks that everyone be aware and careful while traveling the County roads.
