
THE MARTIN COUNTY COUNCIL 

SPECIAL MEETING

September 8, 2014
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Monday, September 8, 2014, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy Wininger, Floyd L. Hawkins, Warren D. Albright, J. Keith Gibson and Councilwomen Barbara McFeaters and M. Lynn Gee. Also attending were Auditor January Roush, Commissioner Paul R. George, Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk and Jill Albright, Loogootee Tribune.  

President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 8:30am.
The minutes from the special meetings held August 4, 2014 were approved as submitted with the motion made by Councilman Hawkins and seconded by Councilwoman Gee. All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Gee made a motion to approve the following Additional Appropriations from the COIT County Distributive Share: Commissioners, Other Services & Charges, Juveniles in Institutions-$10,000, Legal & Tax Sale-$4,000, Maintenance Contracts-$8,000 and Burial of Veterans-$2,000.  Councilwoman McFeaters made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Wininger made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from the CEDIT County Share, Capital Outlay, Courthouse Security-$19,500.  Councilman Albright made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilwoman McFeaters made a motion to approve the following Additional Appropriations from Riverboat Revenue Sharing:  Court, Other Services & Charges, Transcripts & Depositions-$5,000 and Equipment Repair-$2,000 and Prosecutor, Supplies, Office Supplies-$1,500, Other Services & Charges, Witness Fees-$2,500, Depositions-$2,000, Travel-$4,000 and Capital Outlay, Equipment-$500.  Councilman Gibson made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Albright made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from the General Fund, Other Services & Charges, Telephone-$750 and Capital Outlay, Equipment-$950.  Councilwoman Gee made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Albright made a motion to approve a transfer from COIT County Distributive Share, Extension, Supplies, Computer Supplies-$100 to COIT County Distributive Share, Other Services & Charges, Travel-$100.  Councilman Hawkins made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Councilman Hawkins informed the Council of Attorney J. David Lett drafting a letter to the West Boggs Park Board.  It will state the County’s concern in regards to the use of chemicals to rid the gizzard shad at West Boggs Lake.

Paul George, Commissioner President and Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk came before the Council to discuss the possible purchase of two 2008 International Dump Trucks.  If the trucks pass inspection, the Council agreed on financing the trucks through a local financial institution.  The Council thanked recently retired Highway Superintendent Leo Padgett for his thirty-one years of service.   
With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:49 am with a motion made by Councilman Gibson and seconded by Councilwoman Gee.   All were in favor and the motion passed.  
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
