REGULAR MEETING

November 30, 2021
MINUTES

The Martin County Commissioners convened in regular session Tuesday, November 30, 2021, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were: President Paul R. George, and Commissioner J. Cody Roush; Commissioners absent were: Commissioner Aaron Summers. Also attending were: Attorney Dave Lett; Sydney Blankenbaker, Deputy Auditor; Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk; Lori Carrico, Treasurer; Andy Ringwald, Deputy Director EMA; Monty Wolf, Director EMA; Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal.  
President George called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:30 pm. 
The minutes from the regular meeting of November 16, 2021 were approved with a motion by Commissioner Roush, seconded by President George.  All in favor, motion passed. 
The Claims and Allowances were approved with a motion made by Commissioner Roush, seconded by President George.  All in favor, motion passed.  
Andy Ringwald, Deputy Director EMA, updated the Commissioners regarding the National Incident Management System with the State. 
Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk, informed the Commissioners that Superintendent Seals, and Attorney Lett reviewed the bids and they are ready for a decision. With no objections from Attorney Lett Commissioner Roush made a motion to table all culvert bids, Seconded by President George. All in favor, motion passed.
A motion to approve the Stone and Bituminous bids was made by Commissioner Roush, and seconded by President George. All in favor, motion passed. 
Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal, asked if the Commissioners had any updates on the Shoals library. At this time there are no updates.   

Sydney Blankenbaker, Deputy Auditor, presented the Commissioners with a maintenance contract for the voting machine purchased last year. A motion to approve the Voting Machine Maintenance Contract in the amount of $585.00 per year for three years, was made by Commissioner Roush, and seconded by President George. All in favor, motion passed. 

Also presented were the Martin County Emergency Declaration, and the proposal for the Courthouse to close December 9th from 11:30 am to 1:30 pm for the Christmas party. A motion to approve the Courthouse closing was made by Commissioner Roush, and seconded by President George. All in favor, motion passed.
