REGULAR MEETING
MAY 28, 2013
MINUTES

The Martin County Commissioners convened in regular session Tuesday, May 28, 2013 in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners attending were President Paul R. George, Dan Gregory and Kevin R. Boyd.  Others in attendance were Auditor January Roush, County Attorney J. President George called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 6:05 pm. 

The minutes from the regular meeting of May 14, 2013, were approved as submitted with the motion by Commissioner Boyd and seconded by Commissioner Gregory.  All were in favor and the motion passed.

The Claims and Allowances were approved as submitted with the motion by Commissioner Gregory and seconded by Commissioner Boyd.   All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Wanda Hillenberg submitted to the Commissioners, signed petitions in opposition of the Solid Waste User Fee.  County Attorney Lett explained the user fee and how it was set by the Solid Waste Board.  Auditor Roush explained the tax levy and how it was removed.   Solid Waste Director Albertson gave details on how the user fee is used to support all the programs at the recycling center.  Several taxpayers were involved in a lengthy question and answer session.  After approximately one hour, President George closed the discussion.  

Steve Sacksteder, Four Rivers/Red Door, gave a brief report of what his organization had been doing this past year and asked to be included in the Commissioners’ budget again for next year.  Mr. Sacksteder thanked the Commissioners for the all their support in the past.  

Beckie Guthrie, Ride Solutions, presented to the Commissioners a report on her organization.  Ridership increased in 2012 and employment was the main destination of riders.  She also requested that Ride Solutions be included in the Commissioners budget for 2014.  She thanked the Commissioners for all their support. 
  
Superintendent Leo Padgett presented his two-week work schedule. Padgett updated the Commissioners on different projects in the works.  Judge Ellis expressed her gratitude with the grading done recently on her road.  Highway Clerk Alcorn updated the Commissioners on the progress of the Bridge #11 project and the bridge contract scoring.  President George asked that they do some estimating of cost for repairing several roads and to ask the Council for Additional Appropriation at the July meeting.  Commissioner Gregory made the motion to approve Scott Johnson as a temporary part time mower.  Commissioner Boyd made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Auditor Roush submitted the SRI Incorporated contract for approval.  SRI Incorporated conducts the tax sales for the county.  The 2013 Tax Sale will be held September 6, 2013 in the Courtroom.  Commissioners Gregory made the motion to approve the SRI Incorporated contract.  Commissioner Boyd made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed. 

Extension Educator Stevens stated he had 296 kids signed up for 4-H this year. 


With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:25 pm with a motion by Commissioner Boyd and seconded by Commissioner Gregory.   All were in favor and the motion passed.
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
