REGULAR MEETING

MAY 23, 2017
MINUTES

The Martin County Commissioners convened in regular session Tuesday, May 23, 2017 in the Commissioner’s Room of the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were Paul R. George and Dan J. Gregory. Commissioner Kevin R. Boyd was unable to attend due to a death in the family.   Also attending was Kathy Collins, Community Corrections Director, County Attorney J. David Lett, Leo Padgett, Highway Superintendent; Highway Clerk Terri Alcorn, Julia Sanders, Auditor’s Office; Andy Ringwald, EMA/Civil Defense; Tony Holt, PHC; Brent Roberts, BF&S; Don Anderson, Anderson Construction; Josh Hughett, Animal Control Officer, Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal; Charlie Day, DLZ, Marketing Coordinator; Jenny Dearwester, SIDC; Tim Kinder, Martin County Alliance; Nate Yagle, Division Director, Four River; Steve Sacksteder, Executive Director, Four Rivers and Becky Guthrie, Ride Solutions
President George called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:30am. 

The minutes from regular meeting of May 9, 2017 were tabled due to Commissioner Gregory absence at that meeting. 

The minutes from the special meeting of May 15, 2017 were approved as submitted with the motion by Commission Gregory and seconded by President George.   
The Claims and Allowances were approved as submitted with the motion by Commissioner Gregory and seconded by President George.  
Steve Sacksteder, Four Rivers, submitted his budget request for 2018.  He thanked the Commissioners for their continued support.  Sacksteder introduced Nate Yagle as the Division Director for Red Door in Martin and Daviess Counties.  

Becky Guthrie, Ride Solutions, submitted her budget request for 2018.  State funding is down therefore her budget request increased.  

Jenny Dearwester, SIDC, was present for the Housing Rehabilitation Grant bid opening.  There were bids received from Anderson Home Repair, KD Mendenahall Carpenter and USA Construction.  County Attorney David Lett proceeded to open all bids.  All bids must include 4 pages of Contractor Application, Notarized Non-Conclusion Affidavit, Bid Sheet for each project bidding on, completed Spec Sheet for each project bidding on, copy of Lead Renovator Contractor License and copy of EPA Lead Safe Certified Firm Certification.  The bid sheet is available for viewing in the Auditor’s Office.  Dearwester requested the Commissioners take the bids under advisement.  She will review the bids and send the award documents to Auditor January Roush for approval at the next meeting.  Once homeowners sign contracts, she is expecting a start time in mid-June.  
The Cyber Security and Umbrella Policies were tabled.

Commissioner Gregory made a motion to approve the Workforce Development Draw #2.  President George made the second. 
Julie Berry, representing the City of Loogootee, was unable to attend due to a family emergency.  She was on the agenda to discuss the City of Loogootee Zoning and 2 mile buffer area.  
President George gave condolences to the family of Kevin Boyd on the passing of his mother-in-law.  
Leo Padgett, Highway Superintendent, submitted his two-week work schedule.  He requested citizens be patient and respectful with highway workers while they are out mowing and patching roads.  He attended the Community Crossing Grant meeting last week.  The County’s local match will be $333,333.  He also updated the Commissioners on different rules for this round of funding.  Superintendent Padgett also advised of all the different deadlines for the project.  The tri-axle quote he received was too high and will be looking elsewhere.  He submitted paperwork, which he will be presenting to the Council, for the Commissioners to review before the next Council meeting.  Superintendent Padgett expressed his need for a Mechanic.   A brief discussion on equipment repair followed.  
Tony Holt, PHC, updated the Commissioners on several grants.  They will be participating in the Base Grant cycle to begin July 1, 2017.  With extra grant funding, he was able to purchase another round of AED’s and medical equipment needed at the Sheriff’s Department.  The Indiana State Department of Health received a grant for Narcan Kits, which are given to individuals who overdose on narcotics.    The County received 40 kits but only 20 have been distributed to local law enforcement.  Julia Albright will be finishing out all of the Health Department Grants and the Emergency Preparedness due to his resignation.   
Andy Ringwald, EMA/Civil Defense, advised of a Lower East Fork White River Risk Map Discovery Meeting to be held June 21st from 4pm-6pm at the Civil Defense Building.  Eric Moster, DNR, will be in charge of the meeting.  He will email Auditor Roush the information to disperse.  
President George submitted a quote on behalf of Sheriff Travis Roush for 18 additional beds at the Security Center.  The quote from Southern Indiana Steel, Inc. was for $10,710.  Commissioner Gregory made a motion to approve the purchase of additional beds from Southern Indiana Steel Inc. for $10,710.  President George made the second.  

Commissioner Gregory made a motion to appoint Lois Brett, Susan Brewer and Kenneth Fuhrman to PTABOA.  President George made the second.   

The Commissioners will take the list of possible properties to sell under advisement.  
With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:27pm with a motion made by Commissioner Gregory and seconded by President George.  The next Commissioner’s meeting will be held Tuesday, June 6, 2017 at 5:30pm.  
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
