THE MARTIN COUNTY COUNCIL 

SPECIAL MEETING

November 9, 2015
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Monday, November 9, 2015, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy L. Wininger, Warren D. Albright, James A. Stiles, Floyd L. Hawkins and Councilwomen Barbara McFeater and M. Lynn Gee. Also attending were Deputy Auditor Bev Terrell, Sheriff Travis Roush, Kathy Collins, Community Corrections Director; Leo Padgett, Highway Superintendent; Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk; Judge Lynne E. Ellis, Mike and Pat Jones and Jill Albright, Loogootee Tribune.  

President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 6:00pm.
The minutes from the special meeting held October 5, 2015 were approved as submitted with the motion made by Councilman Hawkins and seconded by Councilman Stiles.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Prosecutor Michael Steiner submitted an Additional Appropriation for approval but was not in attendance.  Councilman Albright made a motion to approve the Additional Appropriation from the Riverboat Revenue Sharing Fund, Prosecutor, Supplies, Office Supplies-$1,000.  Councilman Wininger made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.   Prosecutor Steiner also submitted an Additional Appropriation for IV-D Supplies. The Council tabled the request due to a publication error by Auditor Roush.  Auditor Roush advertised for it to be appropriated from the Riverboat Revenue Sharing Fund and should have been from the General Fund since the county receives 60% reimbursement on IV-D expenses. 
Judge Lynne E. Ellis submitted an Additional Appropriation for Psychiatric Medical expenses.  Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve the Additional Appropriation from the Riverboat Revenue Sharing Fund, Circuit Court, Other Services & Charges, Psychiatric Medical-$3,000.  Councilwoman McFeaters made the second.  Councilman Hawkins and Stiles were opposed.  The motion passed 5-2.  Judge Ellis also requested an Additional Appropriation from the Alcohol and Drug Program fund.  The Alcohol and Drug Program is funded from user fees.  A discussion followed on the difference between an Additional Appropriation and a transfer.  Council Stiles questioned the difference in the Alcohol and Drug Program Fund and the Drug Free Community Fund.  Councilman Albright made a motion to approve the Alcohol and Drug Program Fund, Personal Services, Director-$6,000.  Councilwoman McFeaters made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.   Judge Ellis stated that she has received $27,000 in bond money and $55,300 from the state reimbursement program to go in the Supplemental Public Defender Fee Fund as of October.  The State Public Defender Reimbursement Director Derek Mason will be meeting with Dru Fromm, who prepares the documents for reimbursement, on Thursday.     
Sheriff Travis Roush submitted an Additional Appropriation from the LOIT Public Safety fund for Inmate Meals.  Councilman Albright made a motion to approve the Additional Appropriation from LOIT Public Safety, Other Services & Charges, Meals-$7,000.  Councilwoman Gee made the second.  Councilman Hawkins questioned the rise in spending but fewer inmates.  Sheriff Roush will investigate.  They have averaged 2-4 DOC inmates this year.  Sheriff Roush proceeded to update the Council on the Server issues at the Security Center.  Sheriff Roush received a quote from RTC Communications for $10,030.50.   The Council agreed once the Commissioners approve the contract to proceed with the ordering process.  
Councilman Wininger made a motion to approve the following transfer within the General Fund from Soil & Water, Personal Services, Part-Time Technician-$2,000 to Supplies, Office Supplies-$2,000.  Councilwoman McFeaters made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Stiles made a motion to approve the following transfer within the General Fund from Auditor, Capital Outlay, Fixtures-$500 to Other Services & Charges, Postage-$500.  Councilman Hawkins made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve the following transfer within the General Fund from Circuit Court, Other Services & Charges, Postage-$11.81 and Jury Meals-$202.99 to Supplies, Office Supplies-$11.81 and Capital Outlay, Law Books-$202.99.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Highway Superintendent Leo Padgett came before the Council to discuss the Job Re-Classification and Pay Differential of his employees.  In 2009, the Commissioners changed the job classifications of all his truck drivers to operators with a CDL license.   Due to several employees leaving he would like to re-classify the jobs into three different classifications:  Operator/Truck Driver with Class A/Hazmat license; Operator/Truck Driver with Class B License; and Truck Driver with a Class B license.  With the re-classification, Superintendent Padgett also requested an hourly pay increase to each classification ranging from $15.50 per hour to $16.13 per hour.   He would like to be able to compensate the employees who step up to operate the heavier equipment.  A lengthy discussion followed.  The Council agreed that the Commissioners needed to approve any new job classifications. All Councilmen were in agreement to wait until 2016 Budgets were back before discussing further.  
Jim Stoughton submitted the October Tourism Report.  
Auditor January Roush submitted the 2016 Meeting Dates and the 2016 Salary & Wage Ordinance to review for next meeting.    

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:58 pm with a motion made by Councilman Hawkins and seconded by Councilwoman Gee.  All were in favor and the motion passed.   The last Council meeting of the year will be held Monday, December 7, 2015 at 6:00pm.
