
THE MARTIN COUNTY COUNCIL 

SPECIAL MEETING

December 2, 2013
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Monday, December 2, 2013, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy Wininger, Warren D. Albright, J. Keith Gibson and Councilwoman Barbara McFeaters.  Councilmen Floyd L. Hawkins and Councilwoman M. Lynn Gee were unable to attend.  Also attending were Auditor January Roush, Coroner Mark Franklin, Jonathan Stevens, Purdue Extension; Highway Superintendent Leo Padgett, and Jill Albright, Loogootee Tribune.  

President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 6:00pm.
The minutes from the special meeting held November 4, 2013 were approved as submitted with the motion made by Councilman Wininger and seconded by Councilman Gibson.  All were in favor and the motion passed. 
Auditor Roush submitted 2014 Salary and Wage Ordinance for approval.  All eligible salaried employees received a $500 raise.  Full Time eligible hourly employees received an increase of $.28 an hour.  Councilwoman McFeaters made a motion to approve Ordinance 2013-26, 2014 Salary and Wage Ordinance as submitted.  Councilman Wininger made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Auditor Roush submitted Resolution 2013-24, establishing the meeting dates for 2014.  The Budget Hearings will be held in September with definite dates to be scheduled at a later time.  Councilman Wininger made a motion to approve Resolution 2013-24.  Councilman Gibson made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  The first meeting in 2014 will be Monday, January 6.  
Coroner Mark Franklin submitted a request for Additional Appropriations for Autopsy & Lab-$5,000.  Councilman Wininger made the motion to approve the Additional Appropriations from Riverboat Wagering Tax Revenue, Other Services & Charges, Autopsy & Lab-$4,700 and General Fund, Coroner, Other Services and Charges, Autopsy & Lab-$300. Councilwoman McFeaters made the second.  All were in favor and motion passed.  

Councilman Winininger made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriations from the COIT County Distributive Share Fund, Courthouse, Other Services and Charges, Utilities-$4,000.  Councilman Albright made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed. 
Councilman Albright made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriations from the General Fund, Courthouse, Supplies-$1,000.  Councilman Gibson made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Judge Ellis was unable to attend but submitted a request for an Additional Appropriation for Psychiatric/Medical in the amount of $2,500 for informational purposes only.  The additional appropriation will be advertised once the state has approved the budget order for the county. 

Councilman Albright made a motion to approve the following transfer from Family Court, Other Services and Charges, Training-$2,000 and Travel-$2,000 to Personal Services, Teacher Salary-$4,000; Reassessment, Other Services and Charges, Ratio Study-$76.50 and Postage-$363.75 to, Personal Services, Social Security/Medicare-$76.50, Clerical-$63.75 and PERF-$300; General Fund, Election, Other Services and Charges, Mileage-$100 and Travel-$200 to Supplies, Office Supplies-$300; Treasurer, Part Time Clerical-$800 to Other Services and Charges, Travel-$800; Prosecutor, Other Services and Charges, Depositions-$1,835.72 and Witness Fees-$418.06 to Supplies, Office Supplies-$2,253.78; Prosecutor Child Support, Other Services and Charges, Office Rent-$3,525, Utilities-$1,348.03, Equipment Maintenance-$800, Registration Fees-$400, Alliance Meetings-$400 and Printing-$300 to Supplies, Office Supplies-$6,773.03.  Councilman Wininger made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Auditor Roush submitted Nepotism Certificates for each member of the Council to sign. 

The county received their 1782 Notice for the Budget Year 2014 from the Department of Local Government and Finance today.  The Budget Order should soon follow.  
With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:19 pm with a motion made by Councilman Gibson and seconded by Councilman Albright.   All were in favor and the motion passed.  
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
