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THE MARTIN COUNTY COUNCIL 

SPECIAL MEETING
December 3, 2018
MINUTES
The Martin County Council convened in special session Monday, December 3, 2018 in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy L. Wininger, James A. Stiles, J. Keith Gibson and Councilwomen Barbara McFeaters and M. Lynn Gee.  Councilman Warren D. Albright was unable to attend.   Also attending were Auditor Bobbie Abel, Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal,; Surveyor Nathan Hoffman; Director Kathy Collins, Martin County Community Corrections; Tim Kinder, Martin County Alliance; Sheri Bowling; Director/Educator Dena Held,  Purdue Extension .
President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 6:15pm.
President Summers presented to Councilwoman Lynn Gee a gift for her 20 years of service to Martin County; 12 Years served on the Council and 8 years as Matron of the  Martin County Jail.  Monday was Councilwoman Gee’s last meeting. Commissioner Gregory also thanked Ms. Gee for her service and dedication to the County.
The minutes from the special meeting held October 1, 2018 with a correction made to the wording of Councilwoman Stiles to Councilman Stiles the minutes were approved as submitted with a motion made by Councilwoman McFeaters and seconded by Councilman Wininger. All were in favor  and the motion passed.   Councilman Albright abstained as he was absent.
Dena Held, Director/Educator Purdue Extension advised the Council that she is officially the Director of the Purdue Extension Office.  Director Held updated the Council on the multiple programs currently taking place. They have four participants in the Heifer Ranch Trip in April. Enrollment deadline for 4H is in January, please contact the Extension Office for details. Leadership Martin County with Purdue and the Alliance is still in the works.

The Salary & Wage Ordinance was adopted with a motion made by Councilwoman Gee, seconded by Councilman Gibson, all were in favor motion passed.

Courthouse Security was briefly discussed. A motion was made to approve the hiring of an additional Deputy for the Sheriff’s Department. This would allow the Sheriff’s Department the ability to provide security for the Courthouse. Councilwoman McFeaters advised that Sheriff Roush was absent this evening due to being at training in Muncie, Indiana. The motion was made by Councilwoman McFeaters, seconded by President Summers, all in favor and the motion passed. A discussion followed on the future need of a new Deputy to replace Deputy Burkhardt, how many Reserve Deputies there are and training requirements.
The additional appropriation requests submitted by Sheriff Roush, are as follows; General Fund, Jail, for Medical-$25,000.00, Meals-$10,000.00, Correction Officers-$12,000.00, Sheriff Deputies- $18,000.00, Animal Control-$1,885.00, Courthouse Security-$3,661.00. A motion to approve was made by Councilwoman Gee, seconded by Councilman Wininger. All were in favor and motion passed.
A motion was made to approve the additional appropriations submitted by Prosecutor Steiner from County User fund, Prosecutor Expenditures $5,000.00 contingent upon an explanation being  provided on what the additional will be used for by Councilman Stiles, seconded by President Summers, all in favor and motion passed.
Additional Appropriations submitted by Sheriff Roush from Local Statewide 911 fund, $22,500 for 911 Computer upgraded was approved with a motion by Councilwoman Gee, seconded by Councilman Wininger, all were in favor and the motion passed.

Additional Appropriations submitted by Surveyor Hoffman; Corner Perpetuation, Equipment $9,815.00. A motion to approve by Councilman Albright, seconded by Councilwoman McFeaters, all were in favor motion passed.

Several requests for transfer of funds were submitted. Auditor’s office requested funds from Insurances/payroll no longer carried by the county be transferred back into the General Fund totaling $1,032.46. A motion was made by Councilman Stiles, seconded by Councilman Wininger all were in favor and motion passed. Transfers submitted by the Coroner, General Fund,$95.00 from Operating Supplies to Autopsy & Labs. A motion to approve was made by Councilman Wininger, seconded by Councilman Albright, all in favor and the motion passed. Surveyor, Corner Perpetuation requested $1000.00 be transferred from supplies to equipment with a motion by Councilman Albright, seconded by Councilwoman McFeaters, all in favor motion passed. Transfers submitted by the Circuit Court, General Fund were, Witness Fees $3,500.00, Equipment $3,500.00, PT Court Reporter $2,802.00, Psychiatric/Medical $698.00 to Public Defender. A motion to approve was made by Councilman Wininger, seconded by Councilman Stiles, all were in favor and the motion passed. Transfer requests submitted by the Prosecutor, Child Support IV-D, Telephone $248.50, Alliance Meeting $349.62 to Office Supplies and General Fund, Depositions $308.51, Postage $216.25 to Office Supplies. A motion to approve was made by Councilman Stiles, seconded by Councilman Albright. All were in favor and the motion passed.
Tourism Report submitted by James Stoughton.

After a correction to the Meeting date to Tuesday, November 12, 2019 a motion to approve 2019 meeting dates was made by Councilman Stiles, seconded by Councilman Wininger all were in favor and the motion passed.

Councilwoman McFeaters congratulated Community Corrections Director Kathy Collins for the President’s Award she received.  Ms. Collins advised that they received 3 awards. Chan Cornett was awarded advisory member of the year. Martin County Community Corrections was recognized for 35 years in the association. 

A motion was made by Councilwoman Gee to approve Salary & Wage Resolution 2018-16,  seconded by Councilman Gibson all were in favor, motion passed.

The Courthouse will be closed December 24 & 25, 2018 for Christmas and December 31,2018 & January 1, 2019 for New Years.
With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:04 pm with a motion made by Council woman Gee and seconded by Councilman Gibson.  All were in favor and the motion passed.   The next Regular Session Council meeting will be held January 7, 2019 at 6:00 pm.
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
