REGULAR MEETING

August 16, 2016
MINUTES

The Martin County Board of Commissioners convened in special session Tuesday, August 16, 2016 in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were Paul R. George and Kevin R. Boyd.  Commissioner Dan J. Gregory was unable to attend.  Also attending was Auditor January Roush, County Attorney J. David Lett, Sheriff Travis Roush, Highway Superintendent Leo Padgett, Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk; Andy Ringwald, EMA/Civil Defense; Tim Kinder, Martin County Alliance; Greg Jones, SIDC; Zack Brown, Josh and Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal and Jill Wadsworth, Loogootee Tribune.  
President George called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:30pm. 
The minutes from the regular meeting of August 2, 2016 was tabled due to the absence of President George at the previous meeting and Commissioner Gregory’s absence at this meeting. 
The Claims and Allowances were approved as submitted with the motion by Commissioner Boyd and seconded by President George.  
Greg Jones, SIDC, submitted an additional contract for approval regarding the Workforce Development Grant.  The final contract to be signed was with Vincennes University for marketing for a total of $3,500.  Attorney Lett had no legal objections to the contract.  Commissioner Boyd made a motion to approve the contract with Vincennes University for $3,500 for marketing in regards to the Workforce Development Grant.  President George made the second.  Jones encouraged anyone from Martin County interested in job training to contact the WorkOne Office in Loogootee.  
Andy Ringwald, Civil Defense/EMA, updated the Commissioners on the new hand radios.  

Sheriff Travis Roush updated the Commissioners on the recent jail inspection. Once the official report is available he will submit it to the Commissioners.  The inspector suggested updating the security software.  He also had issues with the light fixtures in the cell blocks.  Sheriff Roush submitted a quote to replace the current fixtures with LED.  The cost to repair and the cost to replace are nearly the same.  There are currently 59 inmates in the Security Center, 3 of which are DOC.  Sheriff Roush also inquired about the Book-In Ordinance he submitted a few months ago.  County Attorney Lett and Sheriff Roush will meet to discuss the ordinance.  County Attorney Lett also had no legal objections to the Commissary Ordinance that Sheriff Roush brought before Council at their last meeting.    
Leo Padgett, Highway Superintendent, submitted the two-week work schedule.  He gave an update on the gradall repair.  He also has issues with the 2-way antenna radio for the employees hand held radios.   The radio is only giving out 1/10 of what it’s supposed to be giving out.  The Commissioners advised him to get a quote for repair or replacement.  Commissioner George signed the INDOT part of the Bridge Inspection contract.  Superintendent Padgett updated the Commissioners on the roof at the garage.  There were 25 leaks in the roof earlier in the week when he checked.   He submitted 3 quotes for replacement of the roof.  Due to Commissioner Gregory not present, the Commissioners had to table the decision due to Commissioner Boyd’s conflict of interest.  Commissioner Boyd made a motion to rent a jack-hammer for $250 to fix a rock issue on Ziegler Road.  A farmer has volunteered to do the work.   President George made the second.  
Zack Brown came before the Commissioners to request that roads in Sawmill Ridge addition be maintained by the county.  He submitted a list of all property owners in Sawmill Ridge addition who are in favor of the county maintaining all roads in the addition.  Attorney Lett and Superintendent Padgett will work with Mr. Brown to start the process.  
Courtney Hughett, Martin County Humane Society, questioned the animal ordinance she submitted with the added updates.  Attorney Lett will review.  

Due to a scheduling conflict with the Bicentennial Relay events on Tuesday, September 13, 2016, Commissioner Boyd made a motion to move the September 13, 2016 Commissioners meeting to Thursday, September 15, 2016 at 5:30pm.  
President George read several important dates coming up in September.  

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:12pm with a motion made by Commissioner Boyd and seconded by President George.  The next Commissioner meeting will be held Tuesday, August 30, 2016 at 5:30pm.  
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
