MINUTES

The Martin County Commissioners convened in Regular Session, Tuesday September 10, 2019 in the Commissioners Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were President Paul George, Commissioner Kevin Boyd and Commissioner Gregory. Also present were Bobbie Abel, Auditor; Attorney Dave Lett; Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal; Josh Hughett, Animal Control Officer; Leo Padgett, Highway Superintendent; Terri Alcorn, Highway Administrative Assistant; Mary Smith, Carolyn McGuire, Assessor; Tim Hunt, HWC; and Stan Young. 
Commissioner George called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:30 pm. 

The minutes from the regular meeting of August 27, 2019 were approved with a motion made by Commissioner Boyd  with a second made by Commissioner George.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Claims and Allowances were approved with a motion made by Commissioner Gregory with a second made by Commissioner Boyd.  All were in favor and the motion passed. 

Carolyn McGuire, Assessor, approached the Commissioners about adding a stand up portion to the existing workstation in the main hallway of the Courthouse.  The Commissioners stated they didn’t know if there was enough funding in the current budget.  They advised Auditor Abel to get a quote and they would determine the outcome at a later date.
Josh Hughett, Animal Control Officer gave the Sheriffs report. Currently they have 79 inmates with 25 being from Vigo.  Sheriff Roush is attending the Women’s Shooter Safety Course. Officer Hughett advised that Bunkum Roofing has started the project at the Jail. 
Commissioner Gregory updated the Commissioners about the Jail Repurposing Committee attending a meeting with the USDA regarding funding for the repurposing of the indoor recreation area.  The Committee is currently researching feasibility and funding options.

Leo Padgett, Superintendent Highway Department, submitted the bi-weekly work report.  A discussion followed regarding current projects.  Padgett requested approval to purchase a spreader for truck #5.  A brief discussion followed with Commissioner Gregory making a motion to approve the purchase of a spreader for Truck #5 in the amount of $15,728.00 on the condition that it couldn’t be found anywhere else cheaper.  Commissioner Boyd seconded. All were in favor and the motion passed.

Attorney Lett advised that he currently needs to follow up on the requests made by Mr. Young regarding Sawmill Road and should have it prepared for the next meeting.

Tim Hunt, HWC, reported that the Community Crossing Grant Awards should be announced late September, early October.  He advised that the analysis of Bridge 58 has been resubmitted and hopes to receive a greenlight and a call for the project to be placed between November 11 – December 4, 2019.   Currently there is no news on Brooks Bridge.  A brief discussion followed regarding fees charged by HWC.
Dave Lett, Attorney, advised the Commissioners that he has no objection to Kathy Collins, Director Community Corrections, entering into a partnership with IU.  Attorney Lett also advised that he has no objection to the contract submitted by the Clerk’s department for Maximus.   He did state that the contract needs to be signed by the Commissioners.  A motion to approve the contract for Maximus submitted by the Clerk of Martin County was made by Commissioner Gregory, seconded by Commissioner Boyd.  All were in favor motion passed.

Bobbie Abel, Auditor, updated the Commissioners on the phone system quotes.  The project went from updating the Courthouse phones to including quotes on cyber security.  The scope of the project has increased and she hopes to have a proposal together by the next meeting.  Auditor Abel also stated that the first submission for the Logo contest has been received and she hopes more are to follow.  The deadline for the Logo Contest is September 23, 2019 and it is open to all residents of Martin County.  Contact the Auditor’s office for any questions.

Commissioner Gregory would like to remind everyone that harvesting is in motion and for  everyone to please be cautious out on the roads.
