REGULAR MEETING

September 25, 2018
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Tuesday, September 25, 2018 in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were Paul R. George, Dan J. Gregory and Kevin R. Boyd.    Also attending was Auditor Bobbie Abel, County Attorney J. David Lett, Highway Superintendent Leo Padgett, Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk; Brett Roberts, BF&S; Kathy Collins, Director, Community Corrections; Kim Showalter, Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal; Josh Hughett, Animal Control Officer; Linda Evans-Dillan, Veterans Service Officer; Andy Ringwald, Civil Defense.  
President George called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:30pm. 
The minutes from the regular meeting of September 11, 2018 were approved as submitted with the motion by Commission Boyd and seconded by Commissioner George.  President Gregory abstained due to his absence.  

The Claims and Allowances were approved as submitted with the motion by Commissioner Gregory and seconded by Commissioner Boyd.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Kathy Collins, Director, Martin County Community Corrections; presented the Memorandum of Understanding between Martin County Community Corrections and Samaritan Center.  A motion to allow Kathy Collins authority to sign the memorandum on behalf of Community Corrections was made by Commissioner Gregory and seconded by Commissioner Boyd. All were in favor and the motion passed. Kathy Collins advised that the annual report for the Juvenile Alternative program will follow at a later date. They have served 600 youth with 40 juveniles helped through the CASS program and 6 in home detention. Ms. Collins also informed the Commissioner’s that the Community Corrections Advisory Board approved Richard Burch as a member of the Advisory Board, he will be assuming Ruth Smith’s position on the board as she has stepped down after several years of service. Community Corrections will be participating in the Safe Community Event at West Boggs on Saturday, September 29, 2018.  Commissioner George asked Ms. Collins about weed eating at the Fair Grounds.  The advisory board chose to discontinue servicing the area.  Commissioner Gregory asked if in the future they could reconsider providing this service. 
Linda Evans-Dillon, Veterans Service Officer; requested the addition of a new volunteer driver for the Veterans transport program.  A motion was made to approve Jon Criss as a new driver for the transport program by Commissioner Boyd, seconded by Commissioner Gregory.  All were in favor and the motion passed.
Leo Padgett, Highway Superintendent, submitted the bi-weekly work schedule. Commissioner Gregory asked what the status was on the Community Crossing Grant. Leo Padgett advised that it closes on Friday. There have been approximately 3,500 applications for this grant and should have updates in a couple of weeks. Winter hours at the highway will begin October 15, 2018.  Superintendent Padgett and Highway Clerk Alcorn will be attending the IPEP safety meeting on October 9, 2018. A discussion followed on various repairs being made to equipment and the search for a replacement for the bush hog.
 Andy Ringwald, Civil Defense; advised the Commissioners that they are currently working on the counties Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan.  There is a matching portion required from the county for this grant. A request for approval of this grant should be presented by the end of the year. Civil Defense will meet October 18, 2018 at 6:30 pm.  East Fork Water and Midwest engineering will be present at this meeting in regards to the Well Head Protection Program. This is state required.
Commissioner George presented the Sheriff’s report.  They currently have 71 inmates, 23 from Vigo County.  A check in the amount of $60,000.00 was received for housing Vigo County inmates for the months of April, May and June.  Attorney Lett advised that a discussion is currently taking place on the state level of the possibility of raising the daily rate for housing out of County inmates. 
Commissioner Gregory presented the tourism report for August.  They have had 283 more inquiries than in 2017.

Courtney Hughett informed the Commissioner’s about the Ambulance services response time to a call they received in Loogootee.  It took 18 minutes for the Ambulance to arrive.  Commissioner Gregory was advised of the situation previously, he contacted the owner of the Ambulance Company and was advised that they had responded to the wrong address. Ms. Hughett relayed that concerned citizens are hesitant to approach the Commissioners.  The Commissioners thanked Ms. Hughett for informing them of the situation and want the public to know that they can approach the them about any concerns they may have.
Auditor Abel advised the Commissioners that the County had received $240,211.66 from the Crane Military Installation Forestry Division for timber sales which took place in 2017.  It is required that the funds be placed in the Motor Vehicle Highway account and used for road maintenance and repair.
