MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Tuesday, October 9, 2018 in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were Paul R. Georg and Kevin R. Boyd.    Also attending was Auditor Bobbie Abel, County Attorney J. David Lett, Highway Superintendent Leo Padgett, Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk; Tim Hunt, HWC Engineering; Kevin Meyer, RQAW; Teresa Wininger, Deputy Auditor; Shari Trepicone-Fry, Auditor Administrative Assistant; Dena Held, Educator Purdue Extension; Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal; Andy Ringwald, Civil Defense.  
President George called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:32 pm. 
The minutes from the regular meeting of September 25, 2018 were approved as submitted with the motion by Commission Boyd and seconded by Commissioner George.  President Gregory was absent.  

The Claims and Allowances were approved as submitted with the motion by Commissioner Boyd and seconded by Commissioner George.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Courtney Hughett, Martin County Humane Society, presented the Quarterly Report.  The Commissioners reviewed the report.  A new part time employee was hired to work 9 hours a week at the shelter, unfortunately she has to move out of the area so they are looking for a replacement.  The Humane Society will be attending the Mega Adoption event in Indianapolis. They will be transporting 10 dogs and 16 cats.  All of the dogs were adopted that they took to the event in June.
Andy Ringwald, Civil Defense, advised the Commissioners that the Tanker has been sent off for emission system repairs. They will be attending the Threat Hazard Analysis class in Jasper.  Commissioner George inquired about the meetings that were held in the past.  Ringwald advised that they are not as active as in the past but will look into why they are not receiving notices of meetings presented by the Hazard Organizers. The Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan was signed by Commissioner George and turned in as requested. 
Leo Padgett, Highway Superintendent, submitted the bi-weekly work schedule. Superintendent Padgett, Clerk Alcorn and several highway employees attended the IPEP Safety Program on Tuesday, October 9, 2018. A discussion took place regarding the current work being completed. An update was given on the search for a replacement mower.  Tim Hunt, HWC Engineering gave an update on the Community Crossing Grants. INDOT is awarding $90 million this time versus the $180 million last year. INDOT received over 1,300 applications this time.  Fifty percent of the monies is designated for smaller counties.  Hopefully the announcement of award amounts will be by the first of November.  The next cycle can be reapplied for in January. If a partial grant is awarded in January of 2019 then the County has to wait a full year to reapply for a Community Crossing Grant. Bridge 58 replacement was discussed.  A proposal was presented for alternative funding.  It will take 5-6 years to go through the Federal Aid program which the cost will be 1.6 Million dollars. If using Community Crossings for funding the cost will be 1.3 million dollars with a completion in 2 years. 
Dena Held, Educator Purdue Extension, stated that 4H enrollment has begun. Dena Held advised that the 4H program is about the experience and is not limited to the project portion and fair showcase.  She would really like the community to know they have a wide variety of programs that are offered and encourages anyone to contact the Extension Office for details. They will be attending the Global Getaway in Perrysville Arkansas in April at the Heffer Ranch which will hold a world hunger simulation overnight.  The junior leaders are leading a recycling effort by gathering the plastic caps on water bottles which in turn are made into benches.  The Summer Intern position deadline for applications is October 26th   for any college student interested there is a posting on the Purdue  webpage.  
Attorney Lett presented specifications for the roofing projects at the Courthouse and the Jail. The Commissioners requested that he proceed with advertising the project. Bids can be opened at the next meeting.
Auditor Abel advised the Commissioners that the Tax Sale took placed as planned on October 1, 2018.  There were 44 parcels offered at the sale and 42 sold.  The remaining properties can be sold at a Commissioner’s Sale and must be offered at a lesser price.  The Commissioners requested a listing of all parcels  the County owns be brought to the next meeting for review.   Also presented were quotes for a remodeling project at the Courthouse which was tabled with a request for additional information. 
The Veterans Service officer report was given by Commissioner George.  There were 4 trips made 1 to Indianapolis and 3 to New Albany with 4 Veterans helped.  In total 11 Veterans were helped and 3 meeting attended.
