REGULAR MEETING

December 6, 2016
MINUTES

The Martin County Commissioners convened in special session Tuesday, December 6, 2016 in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were Paul R. George, Dan J. Gregory and Kevin R. Boyd.    Also attending was Auditor January Roush, Sheriff Travis Roush, Highway Superintendent Leo Padgett, Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk; Kathy Collins, Community Corrections Director; Tim Kinder, Martin County Alliance; Brent Roberts, BF&S; Jeff Quyle, Radius Indiana; Joshua Kush, Martin State Forest Resource Specialist; Josh Hughett, Martin County Journal and Jill Wadsworth, Loogootee Tribune.  
President George called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:30pm. 
The minutes from the regular meeting of November 22, 2016 were approved as submitted with the motion by Commissioner Boyd and seconded by Commissioner Gregory.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
The Claims and Allowances were approved as submitted with the motion by Commissioner Gregory and seconded by Commissioner Boyd.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Joshua Kush, Martin State Forest Resource Specialist, presented a timber check in the amount of $16,275.88.  The Indiana Department of Natural Resources returns 15% of the net proceeds from the sale of timber on its state-owned lands to the county from which the timber was sold.  House Enrolled Act 1424 now earmarks 50% of these revenues to be distributed to rural and volunteer fire departments within the county.  The Commissioners requested Auditor Roush investigates the possibility of distributing the entire 100% of proceeds to the fire departments instead of the 50%.  
Auditor Roush submitted an agreement on behalf of Clerk Gerald Montgomery.  Commissioner Gregory made a motion to approve the CSI Database Maintenance Agreement for $900/yr.  Commissioner Boyd made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

The Bridge Inspection RFP’s will be discussed at the next meeting.  

Jeff Quyle, introduced himself as the new Chief Executive Officer of Radius Indiana.  Radius Indiana is a regional economic partnership in Southwest Indiana that includes Martin, Daviess, Dubois, Greene, Lawrence, Washington, Orange and Crawford Counties.  Quyle briefed the Commissioners on his background.  He also updated the Commissioners on the $42 Million Lilly Endowment Grant received last year.  There will also be an education and information conference concerning Economic Development for Community Leaders at the French Lick Hotel in March.  More information will be forthcoming.  
Leo Padgett, Highway Superintendent, submitted his two-week work schedule.  The Commissioners agreed to scrap an old paver and tanker.  An issue concerning telephone cable being buried down the middle of road was discussed.  The department also attended a safety meeting.  Superintendent Padgett updated the Commissioners on several projects.  The new roof at the department is completed. The bridges on Spout Springs Road and Witt Lane are complete.  They have started on the Crane Road Bridge but there have been issues with equipment.  Bridge #11 in Mitcheltree Township is nearing completion.  
Kathy Collins, Community Corrections Director, thanked those who attended her open house for her new facility.  The community support has been appreciated.  She requested to be on the January 17, 2017 agenda for grant application approval.  Commissioner Gregory made a motion to approve the agreement with the Regional AA Chapter to have Community Corrections listed as a meeting site.  Commissioner Boyd made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Sheriff Roush submitted the Annual Jail Inspection Report.  He had a staffing analysis completed per recommendation from the jail inspector.    The analysis suggested 19 Corrections Officers for the Security Center and he currently has 4 on staff.  Sheriff Roush realized that 19 Correction Officers is not realistic.   The Council agreed to allow him to hire 1 Corrections Officer after the budget order is received from DLGF.  Sheriff Roush received 2 estimates to convert the current lighting to LED at the Security Center.  A discussion followed.  Commissioner Boyd made a motion to approve the estimate from Allen Mendel for $7,275.88.  Commissioner Gregory made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  There are currently 65 inmates in the Security Center.

Auditor Roush updated the Commissioners on the Time Capsule event to be held on December 11, 2016 at 2pm at the Courthouse.  

President George informed everyone the Courthouse would be closed on Friday, December 9, 2016 from 11am to 1pm for the Employee Christmas Party.  Also the Courthouse will be closed on Monday, December 26, 2016 for Christmas and Monday, January 2, 2017 for New Years.  

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:20pm with a motion made by Commissioner Gregory and seconded by Commissioner Boyd.  All were in favor and the motion passed.   The next Commissioner meeting will be held Tuesday, December 20, 2016 at 5:30pm.  
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
