THE MARTIN COUNTY COUNCIL 

SPECIAL MEETING

April 3, 2017
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Monday, April 3, 2017, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy L. Wininger, Warren D. Albright, James A. Stiles and J. Keith Gibson and Councilwomen Barbara McFeater and M. Lynn Gee. Also attending were Auditor January Roush, Commissioner Dan J. Gregory, Teresa Harder, SWCD District Coordinator; George Erler, Carolyn Parsons-Downey, Loogootee Public Library Board; Bill Greene, Martin County Historical Society; Mae Stuffle, Betty Huelsman, Feonia Lannan, Mary Jo Lannan, Mary Lou Harrawood, Darla Wagler, Loogootee Public Library Director; Darvin Wagler, Susan Harrawood, Pat Hale-Dorrell, Loogootee Public Library Board; Harold Darrell, Ann Ackerman, Karen Slaven, Michelle Norris, Joel Norris, Rose Holt, Rex Knight, SIDC; Ryan Fetters, H.J. President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 6:07pm.  
The minutes from the special meeting held March 6, 2017 were approved as submitted with a motion made by Councilman Wininger and seconded by Councilwoman Gee.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
President Summers acknowledged Auditor January Roush for spearheading the renovations to the Commissioners Room.  
Teresa Harder, SWCD, came before the Council to request an additional appropriation and transfer for a new copier.  Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve the following transfer from General Fund, SWCD, Personal Services, Part-Time Technician-$3,000 to General Fund, SWCD, Supplies, Office Supplies-$3,000.  Councilman Stiles made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  Councilwoman McFeaters made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from the General Fund, SWCD, Supplies, Office Supplies-$1,037.  Councilman Gibson made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Bill Greene, Martin County Historical Society, updated the Council on repairs to the county museum.  He has applied for a Heritage Grant to assist in the needed repairs.   He should know within 4-5 weeks if they are awarded the grant.  Membership has increased due to a businessman in Bloomington donating $20,000 for every 200 new memberships.  

Councilman Albright made a motion to appoint Barbara Loomis to the Shoals Public Library Board.  Councilman Wininger made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Kathy Collins, Community Corrections Director, who is also a member of the Samaritan Advisory Board, introduced Liesel Wingert, Director of Outpatient Operations and Andrea Cole, Executive Director of Behavioral Health and Physician Services.  Cole gave a presentation regarding the Samaritan Center.  The office in Loogootee is directly aligned with Good Samaritan Hospital in Vincennes.  Martin County has 4-5 very involved members that represent the county well.  The Loogootee Office is now open 3 days a week and a Nurse Practitioner will be on staff 1 day a month.  Collins extended her appreciation to Lynn and the late Joe Gee for their long time services to the advisory board.  
Courtney Hughett, Martin County Humane Society, presented her quarterly report.  

Darla Wager, Loogootee Public Library Director, came before the Council, to discuss a new library project.  They are proposing building a brand new library.  A lengthy discussion followed with Pat Hale, Ryan Fetters and Rex Knight joining in on the presentation.  The Council requested they return to the May 1st to discuss the project further.  
The Council recessed at 7:32pm and reconvened at 7:40pm. 

Kathy Collins and Rhonda Hardwick, Community Corrections, gave the Annual Road Crew Report.  

Councilman Wininger made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from Cumulative Capital Development, Courthouse, Capital Outlay, Courthouse Improvement-$5,000.  Councilman Albright made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  The additional funds are for the unexpected expenses during the Commissioner’s Room Renovation.  Auditor Roush informed the Council the total spent on the renovation project was $12,310.92.  
Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from Riverboat Revenue Sharing, Other Services & Charges, Professional Services-$1,500.  Councilman Stiles made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilwoman McFeaters made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from Riverboat Revenue Sharing, Other Services & Charges, Court-Psychiatric/Medical-$4,000.  Councilwoman Gee made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Auditor Roush gave the 2017 Circuit Breaker Report.  County-wide we will lose $106,756.18 in property tax revenue due to circuit breakers.  This amount has increased over $14,000 since 2016.  

Auditor Roush informed the Council of a Legislative Update included in the packet and reminded them of the Joint Executive Session on Wednesday night at 5:00pm.  

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:00 pm with a motion made by Councilman Gee and seconded by Councilwoman McFeaters.  All were in favor and the motion passed.   The next Council meeting will be held Monday, May 1, 2017.    
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
