
THE MARTIN COUNTY COUNCIL 

SPECIAL MEETING

May 5, 2014
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Monday, May 5, 2014, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy Wininger, Floyd L. Hawkins, Warren D. Albright, J. Keith Gibson and Councilwomen M. Lynn Gee and Barbara McFeaters. Also attending were Auditor January Roush, Commissioner Dan Gregory, Coroner Mark Franklin, Judge Lynne Ellis, Kathy Collins, Community Corrections Director; Leo Padgett, Highway Superintendent; Highway Clerk Terri Alcorn, Linda Dillon, Veteran Service Officer; Tim Kinder, Martin County Alliance; Noel Harty, Mayor, City of Loogootee; Jim Stoughton, Martin County Tourism; Patricia Hale-Dorrell, Harold Dorrell, Don Greene, Karen Slaven, Joyce Jones, Sue Carrico, Samantha Nelson, Mark Ellis, and Jill Albright, Loogootee Tribune.  

President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 6:00pm.
The minutes from the special meeting held April 7, 2014 were approved as submitted with the motion made by Councilman Wininger and seconded by Councilwoman Gee. Councilman Albright was not in attendance at time of vote.  All were in favor and the motion passed. 
Linda Dillon, Veteran’s Service Officer, thanked the Council for the pay raise. The Commissioners moved the Coroner’s Office to the drive thru area to allow VSO Dillon to have an office.  Her hours will be Tuesday and Thursday 8am-4pm and will start this week.  Commissioner Dan Gregory thanked Coroner Franklin, who was in attendance, for moving his office.  
 Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve the following Additional Appropriations from the General Fund: Auditor, Personal Services, Deputy-$1,072; Sheriff, Personal Services, Chief Deputy-$1,633, Major-$1,570, Sergeant-$1,519, Corporal-$1,500, Patrolmen-$2,722; Assessor, Other Services & Charges, Computer Software-$2,500; Prosecutor-Personal Services, Legal Assistant-$1,108, Secretary-$1,072; Veteran Service Officer, Personal Services, Service Officer-$2,800; Courthouse, Personal Services, Custodian-$1,105; Circuit Court, Personal Services, Court Reporter-$1,224; Jail, Personal Services, Matron-$1,361, Cook/Janitor-$2,074, Jail Commander-$1,141, Jail Officers-$4,564, Communications Commander-$1,177; and SWCD, Personal Services, Secretary-$933.  Councilwoman McFeaters made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Gibson made a motion to approve the following Additional Appropriations from  Reassessment; Personal Services, Health Savings Account-$2,624, Deputies-$4,288, PERF-$610 and Social Security-$430.  Councilwoman McFeaters made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Councilman Wininger made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from the CEDIT County Share, Personal Services, Health Savings Account-$110,000.  Councilwoman Gee made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve the following Additional Appropriations from the COIT County Share, Personal Services, Extension Secretary-$933, Commissioners-$1,167, Health Savings Account-$8,500, PERF-$34,000 and Social Security-$3,000.  Councilman Gibson made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilman Hawkins made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from the Clerk IV-D Incentive, Personal Services, Clerk Deputies-$5,447.  President Summers made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve the following Additional Appropriations from the Adult Probation Administrative, Personal Services, PERF-$180, Social Security-$120, Administrative Assistant-$1,550 and Health Savings Accounts-$8,000.  Judge Lynne Ellis questioned if Health Savings Accounts can come from the Adult Probation Administrative Fund.  Auditor Roush and Judge Ellis investigate.  If they cannot, Auditor Roush will use the CEDIT County Share Fund to fund those Health Savings Accounts.  The Probation Officers will not be receiving the 5% due to their salaries being set by the state.  Councilman Albright made the second, contingent upon whether this fund can be used for Health Savings Accounts.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Councilman Hawkins made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from, Motor Vehicle Highway, Administration, Other Services & Charges, Security-$5,000 and the Less Additional Appropriation, Motor Vehicle Highway, Maintenance & Repair, Supplies, Road Signs-$5,000,  Councilwoman McFeaters made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Councilman Albright made a motion to approve an Additional Appropriation from Cumulative Capital Development, Capital Outlay, Jail Repairs-$78,456.  Councilwoman Gee made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Jim Stoughton, Martin County Tourism Council, submitted information concerning the lack of tourism in Martin County.  A study done in 2012 showed that Martin County ranked 89 out of 92 Counties in dollars spent by visitors.  Stoughton believes Martin County can do better and is requesting funds from the Council to increase Martin County tourism.  

Mayor Noel Harty, City of Loogootee, addressed the Council concerning the funding of the Loogootee City Pool project.  Commissioner Dan Gregory and several patrons spoke in support of the project and would like a commitment from the Council.  A lengthy discussion followed from all in attendance.  The City of Loogootee is pledging $50,000 of City EDIT funds.  Mayor Harty will be requesting another $100,000 from the city.  $100,000 has been raised from various fundraisers.  Councilman Hawkins made a motion to pledge $40,000 over the next five years starting in 2016 for a total of $200,000.  Councilwoman Gee made the second.  With a final 2-5 vote, the motion was denied.  A discussion followed.  Councilwoman McFeaters made a motion to match the City of Loogootee potential EDIT pledge not to exceed $150,000, contingent upon the $100,000 being approved by the City of Loogootee, starting in 2016 with $30,000 annual increments for 5 years from County EDIT funds.  Councilman Hawkins made the second.  The motion was passed 6-1 with Councilman Gibson voting in opposition.  A resolution to sign will be available at the next Council meeting.  All supporters of the Loogootee City Pool thanked the Council.  
Coroner Mark Franklin came before the Council to request an Additional Appropriation for Autopsy & Lab.  The request will be visited at the June meeting.  

The Council set Budget Hearings for Monday, September 8, 2014 and Tuesday, September 9, 2014 from 8:30-4pm.    The Binding and Non-Binding Reviews will be held Tuesday morning.  The Budget Adoptions will be held Monday, October 6, 2014 at 6pm.  
Auditor Roush submitted an amended Salary & Wage Ordinance 2014-07 with the adjustments after the 5% raise.  Councilman Albright made a motion to approve the amended Salary & Wage Ordinance 2014-07.  Councilman Gibson made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:39 pm with a motion made by Councilman Hawkins and seconded by Councilman Gibson.   All were in favor and the motion passed.  
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
