MARCH 14, 2017
MINUTES

The Martin County Commissioners convened in special session Tuesday, March 14, 2017 in the Courtroom of the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were Paul R. George, Dan J. Gregory and Kevin R. Boyd.  Also attending was Auditor January Roush, County Attorney J. David Lett, Sheriff Travis Roush, Kathy Collins, Community Corrections Director; Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk; Brent Roberts, BF&S; Stacy Brown, Extension Educator;  Andy Ringwald, Civil Defense/EMA; Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal and Jill Wadsworth, Loogootee Tribune.
President George called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:30pm. 

The minutes from the regular meeting of February 28, 2017 were approved as submitted with the motion by Commissioner Boyd and seconded by Commissioner Gregory.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
The Claims and Allowances were approved as submitted with the motion by Commissioner Gregory and seconded by Commissioner Boyd.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Stacy Brown, Extension Educator, requested the temporary removal of county equipment from the buildings at the 4-H Grounds for a Livestock Judging Contest to be held April 15, 2016.  The Commissioners will have all departments remove their equipment for the weekend.  

Terri Alcorn, Highway Clerk, submitted the two-week work schedule and monthly financials on behalf of Highway Superintendent Leo Padgett.  The Commissioners are interested in the millings from Highway 150 to Prospect to help in the repair of Mill Road.  Clerk Alcorn will inform INDOT.  
Kathy Collins, Community Corrections Director, submitted an agreement for informational purposes only regarding the PBIS program and Shoals Community School Corporation.  She also submitted the Road Crew Annual Report.  

Sheriff Travis Roush reported there are currently 59 inmates, 3 being DOC.  The garage door is estimated to cost no more than $2,000 to repair.  Josh Hughett has been hired as the Animal Control Officer.  Auditor Roush will order the Sheriff’s Office parking only sign for the front of the courthouse.  
Andy Ringwald, Civil Defense/ EMA, updated the Commissioners on his department happenings.  

Commissioner Gregory made a motion to approve Theresa Holt and Dr. Victor Wallace to the Martin County Board of Health.  Commissioner Boyd made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Commissioner Boyd made a motion to approve Draw #2 of the Workforce Development Grant for $31,141.99 of which $20,860.74 is OCRA Grant funds and the remainder is local funding.  Commissioner Gregory made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Commissioner Gregory gave the February Veteran Service Officer report.  

Commissioner Boyd gave the Tourism report.  

Auditor Roush updated the Commissioners on the renovations to the Commissioners’ Room.  

Commissioner Boyd made a motion to approve an FMLA request.  Commissioner Gregory made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

The Commissioners agreed to have Auditor Roush move forward on the updating of the County Code of Ordinances.  

The Commissioners received an invitation from several churches in Martin County to attend the first annual “Kids and Cops Picnic at the Park” on Saturday, May 6, 2017 from 11:30am to 1:30pm at the Loogootee City Park.  

President George informed everyone of Ag Day coming up this Saturday from 8am-10:30am at the Martin County 4-H Grounds.  
The Chamber of Commerce Annual Meeting is this Thursday and the public is invited to attend.  

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:06pm with a motion made by Commissioner Gregory and seconded by Commissioner Boyd.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  The next Commissioner’s meeting will be held Tuesday, March 28, 2017 at 5:30pm.  
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
