MINUTES

The Martin County Commissioners convened in regular session Tuesday, April 7, 2020 in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were President, Paul R. George, Aaron C. Summers and Kevin R. Boyd (rem.    Also attending was Auditor Bobbie Abel; Remote attendance:  Attorney Dave Lett; Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal; Andy Ringwald, EMA; Kathy Collins, Director Community Corrections; Julie Fithian, Deputy Clerk; Dena Held, Purdue Educator 4-H; 
President George called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 5:34 pm. 
The minutes from the regular meeting of March 24, 2020 were approved with a motion made by Commissioner Boyd, seconded by Commissioner Summers .   All in favor, motion passed.
The Claims and Allowances were approved as submitted with the motion by Commissioner Summers, seconded by Commissioner Boyd.  All were favor, the motion passed.  

Commissioner George, submitted documentation to be sent to Attorney Lett to review before proceeding with drug screening procedures.
Dena Held, Purdue Educator 4-H, wants everyone to know that they are an available resource during the Pandemic.

Courtney Hughett, Martin County Journal, congratulated the County on the Community Crossing Grant. 
Commissioner George, announced that the County was awarded $989,436.00 in Community Crossings Grant monies.  The Commissioners were very pleased the Highway Department received the full amount requested. 
Kathy Collins, Director Community Corrections, advised that they have been working very hard on getting everything together for the $250,000.00 Ocra Covid19 Grant opportunity.  She stated that there is a very apparent need for technological communication within the County.  Indiana University, Center for Rural Engagement is helping with the Survey.  If anyone has a need or suggestion feel free to reach out to Kathy Collins, Dena Held or Bobbie Abel.  Surveys have been sent out over social media and by email for Community Involvement.

Kathy Collins, Director Community Corrections, advised that they have extended current client meeting procedures to follow the Governor’s timelines.

Dena Held, Purdue Educator 4-H, advised that Purdue University has cancelled all programs that were face to face gatherings through the end of May.

Attorney Lett, submitted  Resolution 2020-07 Utilization of Public Funds in Course of Public Health Emergency. The Resolution declares the use of public funds in the event of an emergency.  Commissioner Boyd made a motion to approve, seconded by Commissioner Summers.  All in favor, motion passed.
Bobbie Abel, Auditor, submitted the Annual Operation Report for the Highway.  A motion to approve the Annual Operations Report was made by Commissioner Summers, seconded by Commissioner Boyd.  All in favor, motion passed.

Auditor Abel,  advised that the Council gave authorization to proceed with the application for the Ocra Grant.  Commissioner George recommended approval of proceeding with the application of need for the grant.  A motion to approve was made by Commissioner Boyd, seconded by Commissioner Summers.  All in favor, motion passed.

Auditor Abel, requested an extension of the Emergency Declaration.  A motion to approve the extension of the Emergency Declaration was made by Commissioner Boyd, seconded by Commissioner Summers.  All in favor, motion passed.  The declaration must be approved every seven days to remain in effect.
Kathy Collins, acknowledged Bobbie Abel’s help with organizing meetings and gathering of input for the Ocra grant.

 A declaration to withdraw the sale of the Maintainer, was made by Commissioner Boyd, seconded by Commissioner Summers. All in favor, motion passed.
